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INTRODUCTION

This report summarizes Yamhill County's implementation of the Willamette Basin Mercury
Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) requirements as required by the Oregon Department of
Environmental Quality (DEQ). The report outlines actions completed, progress toward long-
term goals, inter-agency coordination, and ongoing and planned strategies to control mercury
and sediment contributions to local waterbodies. The County's approach emphasizes
responsible development, proactive infrastructure maintenance, public engagement, and
alignment with state and local policies.

Tasks for Implementation

Management Strategy:

Require stormwater detention and water quality measures with development.

Specific Actions:

Require stormwater detention with new development in accordance with development code.
Results Monitoring:

Maintain records of detention and water quality facilities

Status of Accomplishments:

The status remains unchanged from the previous reporting period. There has been no new
development in the county requiring stormwater detention or water quality measures under
the county’s development code. High-density developments continue to occur within Urban
Growth Boundaries, where applicants are required to meet city infrastructure standards—
including roads, catch basins, stormwater detention, and water quality facilities. These
subdivisions are subsequently annexed into the respective cities to receive municipal
services such as sewer, water, electricity, and stormwater management. (See attached,
“Diagram for New Subdivision Approval and Annexation” and “E+S Control ORD 9327)

Management Strategy:

Solicit public input on TMDL implementation plan
Specific Actions:

Present TMDL Plan to County Commissioners and public
Results Monitoring:

Maintain records of detention and water quality facilities
Status of Accomplishments:

COMPLETED - The plan was formally presented to the Yamhill County Board of
Commissioners on October 27, 2022, and subsequently adopted on December 15, 2022. It is
publicly accessible on the Yamhill County website.



Management Strategy:

Coordinate with Agricultural Lands & Rural Property Owners.

Specific Actions:

Coordinate with agencies that have incentives programs in place and reach out to property
owners to educate them on these programs.

Results Monitoring:

Document property owners taking advantage of incentives programs, attendance at
information sessions.

Status of Accomplishments:

Yamhill County continues to collaborate with the Yamhill Soil and Water Conservation District
(SWCD) to engage local landowners through education and incentive-based programs that
promote best practices in ditch and stream management to reduce erosion and
sedimentation. The County refers landowners with stream management concerns on their
private property to the SWCD to explore available assistance programs. In turn, the SWCD
refers landowners to the County who are interested in partnering on roadside ditch
revegetation efforts where public and private property intersect. (See Attached “Ag Water
Quality 2019-2024 Activities & 2025-2030 Plans”)

In 2024, the County and SWCD jointly created a hybrid Native and Invasive Plant Specialist
position shared between the two agencies. This innovative partnership enables the County to
expand its efforts under the Mercury TMDL Implementation Plan, particularly in the areas of
roadside vegetation, invasive weed control and native plant restoration. At the same time, the
position strengthens the County’s connection to private landowners by fostering relationships
through the SWCD, facilitating coordinated conservation efforts across jurisdictions.

Management Strategy:

Require construction permits contain provisions to protect sites from soil erosion

Specific Actions:

Require ODEQ 1200C erosion control permit for more than 1 acre of soil disturbance; County
enforced erosion control for smaller projects

Results Monitoring:

Maintain records of 1200C permits submitted to ODEQ

Status of Accomplishments:

Completed - The Yamhill County Board of Commissioners passed Ordinance No. 932 (see
attached) in March 2024 with an effective date of June 12, 2024. This ordinance requires any
construction project disturbing %2 of an acre or more to obtain a county approved erosion and
sediment control plan. If construction activities expose 1 acre or more of bare soil, a 1200-c
permit must be acquired from the ODEQ and a copy of the permit and ESCP must be
provided to the county before construction activities begin. (See Attached “E+S Control ORD
9327)



Management Strategy:

Actively maintain roadside vegetation of County-controlled roads.
Specific Actions:

Maintain vegetation along roads, remove debris as needed.
Results Monitoring:

Document existing conditions and riparian vegetation retained
Status of Accomplishments:

In 2024, Yamhill County Public Works revised the ROW Access Permit to include new
provisions to address soil stabilization and invasive weed control by requiring seeding with
erosion BMPs, such as mulching, erosion control blankets or compacted gravel. The county
process for handling these permits also adds the Vegetation Management Supervisor as a
required approver of the permit. (See attached “2025 ROW Access Permit”)

Vegetation maintenance along County-controlled roads is an ongoing task. Our target is to
deploy 2 to 3 mowers and 2 to 3 brush cutters daily to keep roadside vegetation at a
manageable height. This effort is integrated with our herbicide treatment program: non-
selective herbicides are applied to gravel shoulders of paved roads, while selective broadleaf
herbicides are used on ditch fore slopes, bottoms, and backslopes to promote grass growth
and prevent brush from obstructing drainage infrastructure. In addition, a bucket truck and
chipper are used to trim and maintain trees within the right-of-way, preserving soil-stabilizing
root systems while ensuring traffic safety by maintaining clear sightlines. (See pages 4-11 in
attached “Yamhill County Roadside Vegetation Management Plan”)

Management Strategy:

Require erosion control for County construction projects.
Specific Actions:

Educate county staff about erosion control.

Results Monitoring:

Document staff training about erosion control.

Status of Accomplishments:

The County is continuing the development of a Public Works Maintenance and Best
Management Practices (BMP) Manual. This document will provide guidance on identifying
sources of erosion and sedimentation, as well as strategies for prevention and mitigation.
Once finalized, the manual will serve as the foundation for erosion control training for Public
Works crew members. Annual refresher training will be conducted and new hires will be
required to complete the training as part of their onboarding process.




Management Strategy:

Receive and respond to complaints regarding water quality problems (erosion; illicit
discharge).

Specific Actions:

Enforce nuisance control ordinance; Coordinate complaint with code enforcement.
Results Monitoring:

Maintain records of number of complaints handled, number of referrals.

Status of Accomplishments:

The status of this management strategy remains unchanged from the previous reporting
period. The County receives, responds, and tracks service requests throughout the year for
items, such as clogged culverts, erosion, overfilling/clogged ditches, garbage, etc. The county
responds to these requests to the best of our abilities in the winter months to maintain
functionality of our drainage systems and roads. During the summer months we schedule
maintenance during the in-water work window as needed for these areas. (See attached “Iris
Service Requests” for requests handled)

Management Strategy:

Maintain maps of County-controlled stormwater and sanitary sewer systems.
Specific Actions:

Update existing maps periodically.

Results Monitoring:

Document all updates of system maps.

Status of Accomplishments:

The County has no controlled stormwater systems. The county does have a Sanitary Service
district (Cove Orchard Sanitary Service District - COSSD) and maps are current. We are in
the final evaluation stage of the design for the Capital Facilities Plan (CFP) for COSSD.



Management Strategy:

Manage development within defined protected Overlay Districts

Specific Actions:

Review relevant permits for development within the applicable Overlay Districts
Results Monitoring:

Document existing conditions and riparian vegetation retained

Management Strategy:

When development permits are submitted, Yamhill County’s Department of Planning and
Development conducts a case-by-case review to determine compliance with the Yamhill
County Zoning Ordinance. Permits may be tentatively approved with conditions designed to
protect natural resources and ensure regulatory compliance. These conditions may include
obtaining permits from relevant agencies—such as the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (ACE),
Oregon Department of State Lands (DSL), Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife (ODFW),
Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (ODEQ)—and meeting all applicable National
Flood Insurance Program requirements. Additional conditions may require the retention of
existing vegetation for scenic value, wildlife habitat, and erosion control. Depending on the
land use, applicants are often required to restore all disturbed areas using native soil and
plant materials. County inspectors are responsible for verifying compliance with these
conditions throughout the duration of the project. In 2024, three development permits were
processed within the Floodplain Overlay District and four within the Willamette River
Greenway District. (See attached “Overlay District Permits”)

Specific Actions:

Coordinate outreach efforts, combine data sources, include links to relevant webpages on the
Yambhill County website, continue to encourage and build upon incentives programs.

Results Monitoring:

Maintain folder of meeting minutes, correspondence with various agencies, track attendance
at sponsored events, data related to incentives programs, etc.

Status of Accomplishments:

The County is continuing to coordinate with Soil Water Conservation District and the City of
McMinnville. Coordination with SWCD has produced opportunities for both organizations by
providing opportunities that resulted in education of incentive programs, such as CREP and
ADCM, and efforts to vegetate ditches. The County has also utilized SWCD for technical
advice on planting vegetation for ditch bank stabilization efforts on roadside projects. The new
Native and Invasive Plant Specialist position will play a key role in coordinating outreach,
integrating data sources, and strengthening existing partnerships and programs with the
Yamhill SWCD and landowners. Information provided by Yamhill SWCD showed 40
landowners currently enrolled in CREP with 4 of those as new enrollments last year. (See
attached “Ag Water Quality 2019-2024 Activities & 2025-2030 Plans” provided by Yamihill
SWCD)




Management Strategy:

Establish ordinances as outlined in the Comprehensive Plan.
Specific Actions:

Enact an ordinance that addresses Goal Statement 11.A.2.c.
Results Monitoring:

Report ordinance numbers and dates of adoption.

Status of Accomplishments:

Completed - High density subdivision developments are located within the urban growth
boundary of cities and are required to meet city standards for erosion control. Ordinance No.
932 requires an erosion and sediment control plan for ground disturbance of %2 ac or more,
which includes roads. Furthermore, the county building and development regulation requires
roads and easements connecting to the ROW to be constructed according to the road
standards set by Public Works. Any construction or alteration of a public road requires
engineering plans with an E+S control and is reviewed by the county engineer to prevent
scouring and sediment laden waters from entering county conveyances. (See attached
“Diagram for New Subdivision Approval and Annexation”)

Management Strategy:

Require stormwater and discharge permits from existing and future mining operations.
Specific Actions:

Enact ordinance requiring new mines in Yamhill County to acquire 1200-c and 1200-z
permits, conduct survey of existing mines.

Results Monitoring:

Collect all permits from existing mines in an accessible location, create and maintain a
tracking log with existing and new permits.

Status of Accomplishments:

The county has no existing mining operations or applications for new permits.




Develop GIS database of County-maintained assets, document condition and identify those in

Management Strategy:

need of replacement or repair.

Specific Actions:

For all culverts on county roads: survey, mark, and record location, size, material, condition,
proximity to surface waters if immediately evident, etc.

Results Monitoring:

Maintained GIS library and tracking spreadsheet.

Status of Accomplishments:

Completed - The county has completed the inventory of all culverts (8,251) along the county-
maintained ROW. The data collected is stored and maintained in our GIS database and
includes information, such as road name, culvert ID, survey date, culvert position, material
type, Rise (opening) height, length, condition, and Adequacy (functionality). This database is
updated as culverts are repaired, flushed, or replaced. (See attached “Culvert Inventory”)

Management Strategy:

Identify and prioritize county roads and ditches that contribute sediment and runoff to water
bodies.

Specific Actions:

Survey roads and ditches and record the following: condition, state of vegetation, proximity to
surface waters.

Results Monitoring:

Maintained spreadsheet and/or tracking forms

Status of Accomplishments:

Ongoing - Historically, Yamhill County surveyed approximately one-third of the county each
year using GIS summer interns hired in the spring. These surveys collected data on erosion
location and severity, the presence or absence of vegetation, invasive weed infestations, and
native plant populations within habitat conservation zones.

With the addition of the Native and Invasive Plant Specialist, the County is shifting focus
toward long-term monitoring. This position will lead efforts to assess changes in erosion over
time and evaluate the effectiveness of roadside revegetation projects in reducing
sedimentation and stabilizing slopes.



Management Strategy:

Prioritize and replace undersized or improperly designed culverts

Specific Actions:

Use GIS database and tracking spreadsheet to develop work plan for culverts needing to be
replaced

Results Monitoring:

Work plans and list of prioritized culverts

Status of Accomplishments:

Ongoing - The county regularly repairs and replaces dysfunctional culverts throughout the dry
season on non-fish bearing streams. The GIS database of culverts is used to regularly inspect
them, which is then posted in real time to an online dashboard. The dashboard is used to
track the progress of inspections throughout the county and highlight changes in condition
that requires maintenance, such as flushing, vegetation constraints, or damaged inlet/outlet.
The goal for the rate of inspections is to have every culvert inspected at least once every
three years. The dashboard tracks this as well.

The county engineering department has a priority list of repairs and replacement of culverts
and is working with the Vegetation Management Department to expand that list utilizing
inspections and criteria pertaining to culvert condition and functionality. Each year in the
budget process the line item for culvert design and replacement gets larger due to the fact
many culverts are fish bearing. The county continues to collaborate with the GYWC to on
work tasks to seek grant funding for mutual interests that benefit the county, including culvert
replacement on fish bearing streams, and water quality improvement projects. (See attached
‘MOU-YCPW GYWC”)

Management Strategy:

Develop and implement an O&M program

Specific Actions:

Create a document with instructions for O&M activities
Results Monitoring:

Track status of O&M activities

Status of Accomplishments:

The county is continuing to work with the maintenance crews on using erosion control
measures when preforming maintenance activities, such as ditch shape, vegetation retention,
seeding bare soil, etc. The county is developing a manual titled the “Yamhill County Public
Works Crew Manual for Best Management Practices’. This manual describes the required
mitigation tactics and devices for all activities pertaining to erosion control and sedimentation
that the county work crews will perform. Once the document is finalized, the crew will be
trained on the subject matter and new employees will be required to go through the training.
Annual training will occur subsequently.



Management Strategy:

Retain or plant adequate riparian buffers along waterbodies on county properties.
Specific Actions:

Manage and protect wetlands, identify areas with little or no riparian buffer.
Results Monitoring:

Document riparian buffer status using photo logs.

Status of Accomplishments:

Completed. All county properties along waterbodies are county parks and riparian buffers
have been documented with photos and other attribute data, which is stored in our GIS
database. These areas will continue to be monitored in coordination with the County Parks
Department.

Management Strategy:

Reduce percent of new impervious surfaces.

Specific Actions:

Prioritize onsite stormwater infiltration on county-owned properties for existing properties,
new development, and redevelopment

Results Monitoring:

Include descriptions of stormwater measures in design and construction reports.

Status of Accomplishments:

Ongoing- Almost all county owned buildings are in the city limits of McMinnville and Newberg.
Therefore, they already have to stormwater system for the parking lots, which requires a
stormwater maintenance program per city requirements. The County does not have any
plans for any new or redevelopment of property. County owned properties outside of city
limits are comprised of pervious gravel lots. In the last year, the county has acquired a 3.5 ac
property along Muddy Valley Road. The property is used as a staging and storage sight for
Public Works. The property does not have impervious surfaces other than existing
outbuildings and the driveways have been graveled to reduce exposed soil. The property
borders approximately 800 ft of Muddy Creek and streambank stabilization is monitored by
the Department of Vegetation Management.



Management Strategy:

Perform water quality monitoring in the Willamette River.

Specific Actions:

Sample and analyze water from the Willamette River within Yamhill County.
Results Monitoring:

Quantitative analysis of mercury pollution.

Status of Accomplishments:

Ongoing- SWCD has several sampling locations on county bridges that are tributaries to the
Willamette River. Samples are analyzed for Total Suspended Solids (TSS), which is a
surrogate for Mercury. Yamhill SWCD has submitted a monitoring proposal to the ODEQ
begin Mercury and TSS analysis in tandem per the requirements in the TMDL. The goals of
this monitoring are to improve understanding of seasonal and spatial variation in TSS and
THg in the Deer Creek and South Yamhill River Subbasins, Identify the relationship between
the Willamette Mercury TMDL surrogate measure (TSS)/ THg and land use practices, and to
use DEQ support to augment sampling conducted by watershed partners. (See attached
“Water Quality Monitoring Data” and “2024 Mercury Monitoring Proposal” provided by Yamhill
SWCD)

Management Strategy:

Continue to encourage YWSCD and GYWC in their incentives programs.

Specific Actions:

Co-sponsor incentive programs, apply for applicable grants, include links to relevant
webpages on the County website.

Results Monitoring:

Document awarded grants and funding, maintain file of property owner’s applications.
Status of Accomplishments:

The County continues to actively coordinate with the Yamhill Soil and Water Conservation
District (SWCD) to address technical issues related to land management practices, habitat
conservation, and landowner outreach in support of incentive-based programs. The County
has provided letters of support for SWCD grant applications and maintains a Memorandum of
Agreement (MOA) with the SWCD to support the control of high-priority invasive species
along county-maintained roads. In addition, the County has entered into a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) with the Greater Yamhill Watershed Council (GYWC). This MOU
establishes a framework for pursuing cooperative grant opportunities that will fund projects
aligned with mutual strategic goals—particularly those related to water quality improvement
and fish passage enhancement in support of the Mercury TMDL implementation plan. (See
attached “MOU-YCPW GYWC”)




Project Highlights

Yamhill County tracks ditching operations conducted by the Roads Crew and monitors these
sites for the need for follow-up revegetation. When necessary, disturbed areas are
hydroseeded during the spring or fall to promote erosion control and vegetation
establishment. The following are representative examples of revegetation efforts completed
by Public Works Vegetation Management personnel.

Mineral Springs Rd:

This site, adjacent to a filbert orchard, exhibited severe erosion and evidence of significant
sediment deposition. Situated along a roadway segment with a 5% grade, surface flow from
the site discharges into Hawn Creek approximately 300 feet downstream. On April 24, 2024,
the Yamhill County Public Works crew recontoured the roadside ditch to stabilize the area.
The following day, the regraded surface was hydroseeded with creeping red fescue to
establish ground cover and reduce further erosion. To enhance long-term stability on the
steep backslope of the ditch, low-growing native shrubs—including snowberry
(Symphoricarpos albus), red flowering currant (Ribes sanguineum), and creeping Oregon
grape (Mahonia repens)—were sourced from the Yamhill Soil and Water Conservation District
plant sale and Seven Oaks Native Nursery for planting. Creeping red fescue (CRF) is the
County’s preferred grass seed for use in agricultural areas, as it poses no risk of cross-
pollination with local grass seed crops—none of which include this species. In addition to
being compatible with surrounding land uses, CRF provides excellent erosion control and is
effective at suppressing the establishment of invasive plant species.

Before:




Oak Springs Farm Rd:

In this situation, a utility contractor trenched an underground line along a roadside ditch with a
4-5% grade. Upon completion of the project, the disturbed soil was left bare and unprotected.
During a winter storm event, more than two inches of rainfall occurred over a single weekend,
resulting in severe erosion and sedimentation at the site. Signs of mass soil movement were
evident, including the development of gullies and significant sediment deposits. The erosion
led to a clogged culvert and damage to the roadway. In response, Yamhill County Public
Works crews repaired the site by filling the gully, armoring the ditch with riprap, flushing the
culvert, and removing sediment from flatter sections of the roadway. Vegetation Management
personnel hydroseeded the area the following spring to stabilize the soil and prevent further
erosion. This incident served as the catalyst for a revision to the Right-of-Way (ROW) Access
Permit, as detailed in the management strategy on page 5 of this report. The updated permit
now requires contractors to install erosion control measures and revegetate all disturbed soll
within the ROW as part of their construction responsibilities.

Gopher Valley Rd Landslide:

During the winter of 2024, a landslide occurred along Gopher Valley Road, blocking both
lanes and requiring several days to fully clear the debris. Once the roadway was reopened,
Vegetation Management personnel hydroseeded the affected area in the spring to promote
soil stabilization and reduce the risk of further erosion. In the fall of 2024, leftover native
shrubs—specifically creeping Oregon grape (Mahonia repens)—from the Mineral Springs
project were planted throughout the slide area to enhance long-term slope stability and
recovery.

THE BOARD ADOPTS THE FOLLOWING FINDINGS:

WHEREAS, The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) notified Oregon Department of
Environmental Quality (DEQ) that the agency has established the Total Maximum Daily Load
(TMDL) for Mercury in the Willamette Basin, and the State is to implement the standards; and

WHEREAS, In March 2021, the County received a final notification that the County has
been listed as a Designated Management Agency (DMA) by the Oregon DEQ in accordance with
the 2019 Final Revised Willamette Basin Mercury TMDL; and

WHEREAS, As a DMA, Yamhill County is responsible for implementing strategies to
reduce mercury through a TMDL Implementation Plan required under OAR 340-42-0080 and the
Federal Clean Water Act; and

WHEREAS, One of the management strategies to be implemented under the TMDL
Implementation Plan is to establish a local ordinance to control construction erosion and
sedimentation; and

WHEREAS, The Yamhill County Code Enforcement Code requires amending to allow for
enforcement of the provisions of the County’s local ordinance to control construction erosion and
sedimentation; and now, therefore

THE BOARD ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Adoption of Yamhill County Construction Erosion and Sediment Control
Code. The Yamhill County Construction Erosion and Sediment Control Code as provided in
Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein, is hereby approved and adopted.

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Section 2. Amendment of the Yamhill County Code Enforcement Code. The amendments
to the Yamhill County Code Enforcement Code as provided in Exhibit B, attached hereto and

incorporated herein, are hereby approved and adopted.

Section 3. Severability. Invalidity of a section or part of a section of this Ordinance shall
not affect the validity of the remaining sections or parts of sections.

Section 4. Effective Date. The first reading of this Ordinance occurred on February 27,
2024; the second reading on March 14, 2024. The effective date of this ordinance shall be June
12, 2024.

LEGISLATIVE HISTORY

10.45.01 Title. This Chapter shall be known as the “Yamhill County Construction Erosion and Sediment Control

Code.”
[ADOPTED VIA ORDINANCE NO. 932 eff 06/12/24]

10.45.02 Purpose. The purpose of this Chapter is to minimize the amount of sediment reaching waterways,

wetlands, and the public storm drainage and surface water system for the duration of construction site activities.
[ADOPTED VIA ORDINANCE NO. 932 eff 06/12/24]

10.45.03 Definitions. For the purposes of this Chapter, the following words shall have the following meanings:

a) “Applicant” means the owner of real property or the owner’s authorized agent. “Applicant” includes any
person who would be required to obtain a County permit, but who neglects or otherwise fails to do so.

b) “Authorized agent” means the developer, architect, contractor, engineer, builder, personal representative, or
anyone designated by the owner to have control or supervision of a site involving construction site activity.

“Common plan of development” means a contiguous construction project or projects where multiple
separate and distinct construction activities may be taking place at different times on different schedules but
under one plan.

“Construction site activity” means any ground disturbing activities at a location where a County permit is
required.

“County” means Yambhill County.

“Director” means either the Director of Public Works or designee, or the Director of Planning and
Development or designee. -

“Emergency” has the same meaning as found in ORS 401.025.

“Erosion” means the wearing away of the ground surface, or the movement, detachment or dislocation and
transport of sediment including soil particles by the action of water or wind.

“Final stabilization” is determined by satisfying the following criteria: (1) there is no reasonable potential
for discharge of a significant amount of construction related sediment or turbidity to surface waters; (2)
construction materials and waste have been removed and disposed of properly. This includes any sediment
that was being retained by temporary erosion and sediment controls; (3) all temporary erosion and sediment
controls have been removed and disposed of properly, unless doing so conflicts with local requirements; (4)
all ground disturbing activities have stopped and all stormwater discharges from construction activities that
are authorized by this permit have ceased; (5) all disturbed or exposed areas of the site are covered by either
final vegetative stabilization or permanent stabilization measures that covers at least 80% of the arcas.
However, temporary or permanent stabilization measures are not required for areas that are intended to be left
unvegetated or unstabilized following construction (such as dirt access roads, utility pole pads, areas being
used for storage of vehicles, equipment, or materials); provided, that measures are in place to eliminate or
minimize erosion.

“Ground disturbing activities” means any activity that exposes soil, including, but not limited to,
construction, landscaping, removal of vegetation, stockpiling of soil or construction debris, grading,
excavating, filling, clearing, trenching, drilling, transport or fill, or utility work, or working of land at a
particular location.

“Public storm drainage and surface water system” means natural or manmade drainage courses for the
conveyance of surface water.

“Sediment” means finely divided loose material that can be suspended and transported in water or air and
may originate from disturbed soil, landscaping, or construction activities or materials.

“Storm event” means a storm event (as defined at 40 CFR 122.21(g)(7)(ii)) with greater than 0.1 inch of
rainfall and at least 72 hours after the previously measurable storm event with greater than 0.1 inch of rainfall.
“Stormwater management area” means an area designated as a stormwater management area by the
Department of Environmental Quality under the County’s jurisdiction.

order shall be posted in a conspicuous location at the site within 24 hours of the verbal order.

1.10.05 Persons Authorized to Issue Citations; Investigation; Administrative Inspection Warrants.
a) The following persons are authorized to issue citations under ordinance:

An Authorized Official may enter into any buildings and upon all property within its jurisdiction to ascertain
whether violations of County code are present only in accordance with state and federal law and consistent
with the following limitations:

(1) Entry may only be done at reasonable hours.

(i)  Before entering into any buildings or property, an Authorized Official shall first make reasonable
efforts to notify the owner or occupant and obtain consent to enter.

(iii)  Inthe event that consent to enter into buildings or upon property is not granted, or after reasonable
efforts the officer or authorized employee is not able to contact the owner or occupant, the
Authorized Official may seek an administrative inspection warrant as provided in the following
subsection (c).

A judge may, upon application of an Authorized Official acting in the course of official duties, issue an
administrative inspection warrant whenever an inspection or investigation of any place is required or
authorized hereunder. Prior to seeking an administrative inspection warrant, an Authorized Official shall
consult with County Counsel and obtain approval and assistance in preparing the affidavit and warrant
documents.

(1) An administrative inspection warrant shall be issued only upon cause, supported by an affidavit
and motion which shall describe with particularity:

1. The position and authority of the person applying for the administrative inspection warrant;

2. The statue, ordinance or rule requiring or authorizing the inspection or investigation;

3. The place, building or property to be inspected or investigated; and

4. The purpose for which the inspection or investigation is to be made including the basis upon
which cause exists to inspect or investigate.

(i)  Cause shall be deemed to exist when there is probable cause to believe that a violation exists.

(iii)  Before issuing an administrative inspection warrant, the judge may examine under oath the person
requesting the warrant or any other witness to be satisfied of the existence of the grounds to grant
the administrative inspection warrant.

If the judge is satisfied that cause for the inspection or investigation exists and that the other requirements for
granting the administrative inspection warrant are satisfied, the judge shall issue the warrant, describing with
particularity the name or title of the person or persons authorized to execute the warrant, the buildings or
property to be entered, and the purpose of the inspection or investigation.

The administrative inspection warrant shall contain a direction that it be executed when the owner or occupant
is present on any day of the week between 8:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m., unless the court finds that there is cause
to conclude that an urgent risk to the health or safety of a person or of damage to property exists.

An administrative inspection warrant must be executed and returned to the court by whom it was issued within
ten (10) days from its date, unless such court before the expiration of the time, by endorsement thereon,
extends the time for up to an additional five (5) days. After the expiration of the time prescribed by this
subsection, the administrative inspection warrant is void unless executed.

In executing an administrative inspection warrant, the person authorized to execute the warrant, before entry,
shall make a reasonable effort under the circumstances to contact the owner or occupant and arrange for
execution of the administrative inspection warrant and to present the person’s credentials, authority, and
purpose to the owner or occupant. A copy of the administrative inspection warrant shall be provided to the
owner or occupant upon execution.

h) Reasonable force may be used to execute an administrative inspection warrant. If reasonable force is to be
used, reasonable force shall be undertaken by a certified peace officer.

This process is to be
considered only in those cases where voluntary compliance is likely and it is found to be in the best interest

c) Ifthe defendant requests a trial, the court shall fix a date and time for a trial in accordance with ORS 153.

1.10.11 Trial Proceedings.

a) A trial on any violation shall be tried to the court sitting without jury.

d) The defendant may not be required to be a witness in the hearing.

e) Defense Counsel shall not be provided at public expense.

f) Proof of a culpable mental state is not an element of a violation unless expressly provided in the ordinance
alleged to have been violated.

g) The District Attorney or County Counsel may aid in preparing evidence and obtaining witnesses but, except
upon good cause shown to the court, shall not appear in violation proceedings unless counsel for the defendant
appears. The court shall ensure that the district attorney or county counsel is given timely notice if defense
counsel is to appear at trail.

h) Notwithstanding any other provisions of law, the court may admit as evidence in any trial in a violation
proceeding the affidavit or declaration of a witness in lieu of taking the testimony of the witness orally and in
court, subject to the limitations set forth in ORS 153.080

i) In any trial in which the District Attorney or County Counsel does not appear, the Authorized Official who
issued the citation for the offense may present evidence, examine and cross-examine witnesses, and make
arguments relating to:

(1) The application of statues and rules to the facts in the case;
(i)  The literal meaning of the statues or rules at issue in the case;
(1i1)  The admissibility of evidence; and
(iv)  Proper procedures to be used in the trail.

The purpose of the permit is to ensure that activities conducted in the right-of-way do not constitute a danger to
the traveling public or the individuals involved and that the project does not degrade the right-of-way thereby
increasing maintenance costs to the taxpayer.

Complete the "APPLICANT INFORMATION" below and submit via email or in person to our office with a
payment of $184.00 if required. Insufficient information will delay processing. Include ONE set of plans and if
required: (a certificate of insurance, a bond or guarantee of payment and any set fees).

RIGHT-OF-WAY ACCESS PERMIT TRAFFIC CONTROL GUIDELINES

All Traffic Control Plans shall be prepared in accordance with the Manual on Uniform
Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) current version.

Traftic control signs and devices as set forth on approved traffic control plans are to be
installed by the Contractor prior to any construction within the project site.

All existing signs in conflict with the construction signs shall be covered in place.
Barricades and other devices shall have sandbags or weights placed on their bases, as
appropriate to prevent from being knocked or blown over.

Retro-reflectorized signs and flashing beacons shall be installed on contractor signs for
night-time use.

A minimum of one current state certified Traffic Control Supervisor (TCS) must be present
on-site during traffic control.

Taper lengths, offset widths, cone spacing, and traffic control sign spacing may vary from
ODOT standards if approved by Yambhill County.

Flaggers are required to control traffic whenever contractor must interrupt traffic flow to
access the work site with materials and equipment.

Where no closure is necessary but where there is construction alongside a roadway under
construction, the contractor shall place a min. 36” x 36” “Road Work Ahead” or “Shoulder
Work Ahead” sign to alert the public to the construction activities.

The contractor shall maintain two-way traffic at night, on weekends, on holidays, and or as
directed by the County.

The Contractor shall be responsible for always maintaining Emergency Vehicle access.
Hours of restrictions allowed Monday thru Friday between 8:30 am and 4:00 PM or as
approved by the County.

Maximum delay shall not exceed 15 minutes per vehicle.

Maximum length of work zone shall be restricted to the amount of work than can be
completed in one day.

All travel lanes shall be open to traffic at the end of each day.

Travel lanes shall be a minimum of 10 feet wide.

Pedestrians and bike traffic must be safely escorted through construction sites whenever
present.

Contractor to always provide access to driveways or businesses.



PERMIT TO WORK WITHIN THE COUNTY RIGHT OF WAY
PRIVATE USE OF PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY

In addition to the above provisions and the requirements, conditions, and limitations of Yamhill County
Ordinance 776, the following conditions also apply to and govern work in, and continued use of, public
right-of-way for private purposes.

1.

Soil Stabilization and Noxious Weed Control: The applicant shall implement appropriate soil
stabilization methods, such as seeding, mulching, erosion control blankets, or compacted gravel to
prevent erosion and protect disturbed areas from further degradation. Stabilization measures must
be applied promptly after work completion. The applicant is responsible for preventing the spread
of noxious weeds in the work area. All equipment used shall be cleaned prior to entering the site to
avoid transferring invasive species.

Applicant acknowledges and agrees that there is sensitive, endangered and/or protected habitat areas
in Yambhill County where the conservation of certain species of plants and insects is of critical
concern to citizens and governing entities. Applicant further acknowledges and agrees that these
areas may be legally preserved and protected and cannot be encroached upon without incurring
potential liability.

Public Works staff will review all permit applications received to determine whether the proposed
activity would occur within the county's endangered and/or protected habitat areas. If so, prior to
issuance of a permit and prior to performing the proposed work within the county managed right-of-
way, applicants shall be responsible for obtaining required permits and approvals from federal
and/or state regulatory agencies, including but not limited to the US Fish and Wildlife Service
and the Oregon Department of Agriculture. Failure to do so may be a violation of federal and/or
state law. Yambhill County shall require proof of such permits or approvals before issuing a permit.

If the applicant inadvertently impacts a legally protected/regulated resource or area, the applicant
shall be responsible for all mitigation and/or rehabilitation costs. Applicant shall follow all state
and federal regulations while working near any legally protected and/or regulated environmental
resource or area, including compliance with all applicable federal and state laws, including the
Federal and State Endangered Species Acts.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Yamhill County Public Works Department (PWD) manages vegetation within the right-of-
way to ensure safe and efficient travel on County roadways. This involves evaluating costs and
effectiveness of vegetation control measures; minimizing impacts to water quality, and native
plants and animals; working with diverse landowner interests; and complying with federal, state
and local regulations and guidelines. Within its 716 miles (1,432 lane miles) of roads, public
right-of-way encompasses 20 feet or more on each side of the road centerline, and vegetation is
managed on the shoulders, foreslopes, ditches, and backslopes.

In 2014, the County Board of Commissioners appointed a Technical Advisory Committee (TAC)
to update its 2005 roadside vegetation management policies. The TAC reports to the Road
Improvement Advisory Committee (RIAC) and RIAC makes recommendations to the County
Commissioners.

The TAC set several goals to guide policy development:

1. Ensure roadways are safe by removing potentially hazardous vegetation, including at
bridges and culverts.
Reduce spread of noxious weeds and invasive plants.
Minimize negative impacts to species listed as threatened, endangered, or of concern.
Promote native plant communities.
Minimize negative impacts to water quality.
Work with property owners who want to maintain their own roadsides, and partner with
others to identify and manage areas of special value or concern.
7. Communicate these goals and policies effectively.

Policies were developed for each goal using approaches that have consistently shown superior
results. Best Management Practices were advanced for each of the County’s primary roadside
vegetation management activities, including ditch maintenance, brush-cutting, mowing, tree
removal, planting, spraying, and noxious weed and invasive plant control. A program to permit
landowners to manage their own roadside vegetation was defined, as was a program for groups
with special expertise to assist PWD with identifying areas of special concern or high value for
native plants and wildlife and to help the County implement this program. The Plan reaffirms the
need to engage the public with easily accessible and understandable information and to
implement an open and transparent vegetation management program.

Following adoption of the Plan in 2016, the Commissioners reappointed the TAC to assist PWD
with implementation. The TAC developed a Roadside Vegetation Inventory program to
inventory and document the condition of all County roadsides relative to erosion, invasive plants,
and native plant communities. Continuation and expansion of this program will provide PWD
with regularly updated information on which to base its management decisions. In 2021, the
TAC reviewed the Plan with PWD staff to ensure that the document adequately addresses issues
and to review PWD implementation. The TAC updated the Roadside Vegetation Management
Plan in 2022 to respond to these discussions.

INTRODUCTION

Yamhill County faces many challenges in managing vegetation within its 716 miles (1,432 lane
miles) of road right-of-way. These include: ensuring the safe and efficient movement of people,
goods and services; protecting the public investment in its roads, road infrastructure, and right-
of-way; minimizing negative impacts to water quality and to native plants and animals and their
habitats; recognizing concerns of adjacent landowners; and complying with federal, state and
local regulations and guidelines.

The following policy and practices update the 2005 Yamhill County Vegetation Management
Policy and Best Management Practices and are designed to assist the Yambhill County Public
Works Department to manage roadside vegetation in a consistent, conscientious, and cost-
effective manner. Implementation depends upon County resources, and not all goals or
objectives can be met in all circumstances. Progress on implementation of the policy, goals, and
best practices will be evaluated on a regular basis, and results will be made available to the
public. This Plan will be modified from time to time to reflect new approaches and
improvements to road construction, maintenance, and vegetation management practices.

VEGETATION MANAGEMENT POLICY

Yamhill County will maintain its road system in a safe, efficient, economical, and ecologically
sound manner.

VEGETATION MANAGEMENT GOALS

GoAL 1: PROTECT AND MANAGE THE ROAD INFRASTRUCTURE TO ENSURE THE SAFETY OF
THE TRAVELING PUBLIC

PURPOSE: Remove hazardous and undesirable vegetation within or encroaching upon County
road right-of-way (e.g., noxious weeds, invasive plants, brush, branches, and trees) to maintain
sight distance and vertical and horizontal vehicle clearance for general public safety; maintain
visibility and access to signs, guardrails, delineator posts, utility facilities, and other permitted
structures within the right-of-way; maintain culverts and drainage; and ensure pavement and road
structure integrity.

GoAL 2: REDUCE THE SPREAD OF Nox1ous WEEDS AND NON-NATIVE INVASIVE PLANT
SPECIES

PURPOSE: Control plants that crowd out desirable plants. Prevent roads from serving as
corridors for the spread of noxious weeds and invasive plants to new areas.

GOAL 3. MINIMIZE NEGATIVE IMPACTS TO NATIVE SPECIES LISTED AS THREATENED,
ENDANGERED, OR SPECIES OF CONCERN

PURPOSE: Follow conservation measures to comply with state and federal regulations that
protect and enhance listed species and species of concern.

GoAL 4: PROMOTE NATIVE PLANT COMMUNITIES, ENHANCE EXISTING COMMUNITIES, AND
EsTABLISH NEW COMMUNITIES ON NEW CONSTRUCTION AND ROAD IMPROVEMENT
PROJECTS

PURPOSE: Use well-adapted, low-maintenance native plants to provide the benefits of limiting
storm water runoff, reducing soil erosion and water pollution, providing habitat, and resisting
weed invasion, for the lowest cost in the long term. Maintain the unique native plant
communities in the roadside landscape that provide a regional identity and natural beauty.
Preserve our natural heritage, recognizing that roadsides are the last refuge for many native
plants and animals, including insect pollinators.

GOAL 5: MINIMIZE NEGATIVE IMPACTS TO WATER QUALITY

PURPOSE: Act as good stewards of water and land resources by minimizing erosion from runoff
and pollution of waterways within County road right-of-way.

GoOAL 6: WORK WITH PROPERTY OWNERS/MANAGERS OR GROUPS WITH SPECIAL EXPERTISE
TO PRESERVE AND MANAGE VEGETATION IN A MANNER THAT DOES NOT NEGATIVELY
IMPACT PUBLIC SAFETY OR ROAD INTEGRITY.

PURPOSE: Recognizing that adjacent property owners or their authorized agents may have an
interest in management of certain roadsides, work with them to establish Private Maintenance
Agreements (PMA) and ensure that these sections of public right-of-way are regularly
maintained. Yamhill County may initiate designation of Special Maintenance Zones (SMZ) for
identified roadsides requiring special County maintenance plans, or may partner with groups
with special expertise to develop and implement such plans.

GOAL 7: EFFECTIVELY COMMUNICATE THE YAMHILL COUNTY ROADSIDE VEGETATION
MANAGEMENT PoLIcY AND GOALS

PURPOSE: Establish a transparent and open process for sharing information on County roadside
vegetation management.

BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES

The following Best Management Practices (BMPs) are intended to achieve Yambhill County’s
policy and goals for roadside vegetation management and to embrace cost-effective and sound
vegetation management practices that consider: traffic safety, water quality, erosion prevention,
wetland protection, threatened and endangered species protection, native plant protection,
noxious weed and invasive plant control, and regulatory requirements.

Adaptive management strategies should be followed in order to continually improve on these
BMPs. Strategies could include trials or demonstration projects to explore new ideas and
practices, such as ditch burning, controlled grazing, or implementing alternatives to removal of
all roadside vegetation in the right-of-way by adjacent property owners. New and innovative
ways to improve the maintenance and reduce the costs of vegetation management should be
explored (e.g., use rotary mowers, weed wipers for targeted herbicide application, and seasonal
timing of herbicides near sensitive areas).

General

1. Use an integrated approach to manage problem vegetation, including mechanical,
chemical, cultural, and biological controls if available.

2. Maintain proper sight distance, line of sight, and vertical clearance for motorists
consistent with the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials
(AASHTO) Highway Safety Manual.

3. Maintain visibility of and access to signs, guardrails, delineator posts, utility facilities,
and other permitted structures within the right-of-way.

4. Develop and maintain a Geographic Information System (GIS) inventory of erosion,
invasive plants, native plants (threatened and endangered species, species of concern, rare
species in the County), and significant native plant communities, as well as hazards for
maintenance equipment, and road infrastructure including culverts, for all land within the
County road right-of-way.

a. Create and maintain a County GIS roadside vegetation inventory map with Global
Positioning System (GPS) coordinate locations on all mapped features.

b. Characterize County roadside sections and prioritize for regular inventory and
maintenance.

c. Establish Special Maintenance Zones and develop BMPs and management plans
for prioritized sections of roadways.

5. Develop and include standard contract and permit provisions to ensure compliance with
BMPs by contractors, utilities, and others working in County road right-of-way.

6. Provide training on BMPs to PWD staff.

Ditch Management

Description: Ditches protect the integrity of the roadway, and are designed to drain water away
from the road. However, soils exposed during cleaning are a source of sediment that washes into
streams; narrow, V-shaped, or steeply sloping ditches create higher water velocity and increased
erosion. Gravel from road shoulders can wash into the ditch causing clogging and ditch water
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can contribute to downstream flooding. Ditches collect runoff from adjacent properties that often
contain nutrients, pesticides, and live pathogens that can carry into streams. A properly designed
and maintained ditch system is critical for protecting the quantity and quality of our water
resources.

Best Management Practices

Keep ditches shallow, no deeper than needed to carry anticipated water flows.

Remove as little material as possible to reestablish the flow line of the ditch.

Avoid creating V-shaped ditches that concentrate flow, become more incised, and erode
sediment. Where possible, reshape ditches to a shallow, trapezoidal, or rounded profile
that allows routine mowing.

Do not scrape vegetation from backslopes or foreslopes unless necessary to properly
reshape the ditch. Where possible, leave vegetated strips in the downhill section of the
ditch to trap sediment. Plant and hydroseed where needed to reestablish vegetation
quickly.

Maintain native vegetation in ditches whenever possible.

Install check dams, such as biobags with biodegradable mesh, to slow water velocity and
capture sediment, especially in ditches that carry significant runoff.

To the extent possible, maintain a vegetated strip between the shoulder and the ditch.
Work with other agencies, such as the Yamhill Soil and Water Conservation District
(SWCD), to encourage adjacent property owners to responsibly manage the quality and
quantity of runoff from their properties into roadside ditches.

Adopt a program to address and implement Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) for
mercury in the Willamette Basin.

Brush Cutting, Mowing, and Tree Removal

Description: These activities remove noxious weeds
and other problem vegetation on County right-of-way
to maintain road integrity, sight distance, vertical and
horizontal vehicle clearance, and general public safety.

Best Management Practices

General
1. Limit mowing and other methods of vegetation

removal to the area from the edge of the travel
lane to the foreslope edge of the ditch, except
where problem plants, sight distance, vehicle
clearance, drainage, or public safety is of
concern.

Trim branches that enter the right-of-way to
achieve an 18-foot minimum vertical clearance.

Prevent or reduce pollutants and sediments from entering surface waters to improve water
quality and comply with federal, state, and local regulations.

Deposit excess material above the 100-year floodplain and not within 75 feet of a stream,
wetland, or riparian area.

If trees providing shade or bank stabilization within 50 feet of water bodies are
determined to be a risk to public safety, remove the trees and replace with new trees at a
2:1 ratio in an area that will not pose a future threat to the roadway or bridge structures.
Refuel, repair, and clean equipment at least 25 feet from water bodies.

At bridge heads, remove brush on either side, either end, and under the structure only as
needed to maintain sight distance and safety of the structure or to control noxious weeds
and invasive plants. Maintain adequate air flow to prevent moisture build-up on wood,
steel, and concrete bridge components.

Remove 10 feet of brush, upstream, downstream, and on each side of culverts that are 6
inches in diameter or greater. Removal of invasive plants may extend beyond this limit.

Wildlife

Minimize impacts to migratory birds and other wildlife by not mowing on the backslope
and by avoiding brush cutting during major nesting periods (March through the end of
July), except where sight distance or public safety is of concern.

Leave brush cut in riparian areas in place for wildlife habitat where doing so does not
interfere with sight distance, create safety issues or fire hazards, involve invasive plants,
or hinder the proper functioning of highway features (e.g., drainage).

Install beaver screens where necessary to maintain free-flowing culverts. Work with
property owners to eliminate water backup resulting from beaver dams that undermine
roads.

Native Plant Species

Follow management plans for Special Maintenance Zones.

Where significant populations of native plants have been GIS mapped, avoid brush-
cutting or mowing in the area until the plants have set seed.

Consider requests to forego maintenance on significant areas of native plants; consult
with resource experts as needed.

Shoulder, Foreslope, Ditch, and Backslope Spraying

Description: The purpose of applying herbicides along the roadside is to eradicate or reduce the
growth of noxious weeds, invasive plants, sight-obstructing brush, and other undesirable
vegetation. Generally, tree stumps are hand-painted with an herbicide labeled for this purpose,
shoulder spraying is truck-applied, and targeted foliar spraying is applied by truck or on foot
using a backpack sprayer. 2,4-D is specifically not used by the County because of its risks to
sensitive crops that may be in close proximity. Herbicides used include selective and non-
selective foliar-active and pre-emergent (soil residual) chemicals. No restricted use herbicides
are used.
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Best Management Practices

Comply with all labels, laws, rules, and
regulations.

Require PWD staff and contractors who
mix or apply herbicides to carry a current
public applicator license or be supervised
by a licensed person.

Require annual training for PWD staff
who mix or apply herbicides.

Maintain a record-keeping system that
documents the date, amount of chemical applied,
location of application, temperature, and wind speed at
the beginning and end of application.

Apply only when wind speeds are within
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) label
guidelines.

Dispose of empty herbicide containers in accordance
with EPA guidelines.

Carry supplies to contain small spills (absorbent
materials, bags, shovel, etc.) and follow established
guidelines for spill containment.

Favor mechanical and biological control of undesirable
plants over chemical controls, whenever possible.
Choose the most environmentally benign herbicides at the lowest doses within EPA
recommendations to achieve vegetation management goals.

Base spray decisions on weather conditions, terrain, soil types, adjacent vegetation,
adjacent land uses, and presence of water in ditches.

Use lowest pressure compatible with adequate coverage to reduce drift.

Inspect spraying equipment, calibrate sprayers, and check nozzles for uniform spray
patterns at least once a year; replace worn nozzles.

Rotate herbicides and/or alternate herbicides with mechanical/manual control methods to
prevent herbicide resistance.

Do not spray the ditch bottom except to treat invasive species.

For paved roads only and where necessary, spray non-selective herbicides for a
vegetation-free shoulder from the pavement edge to the roadside edge of ditch, a
maximum of 2-3 feet.

Target spray herbicides as needed to control noxious weeds and invasive plants.

. Refrain from applying non-selective herbicides beyond the foreslope, except for targeted

control of invasive plants.

Take care to avoid spray drift onto foliage of non-target shrubs and trees.

Replant using native grasses, trees, and shrubs whenever possible.

Periodically update and post a list of chemicals commonly used by PWD on County
roadsides on its website for information and transparency to the public.
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Water Quality

Adjacent to water bodies, use only herbicides that are permitted for aquatic use.

Use targeted spray within 25 feet of flowing water.

Use targeted spray within 25 feet of bridges only if vegetation control is critical to the
function of the structure, and mechanical control is not practical.

Maintain vegetative cover in the foreslope, ditch, and backslope to minimize erosion.

Native Plant and Wildlife Species

1.

Do not apply herbicides to known locations of Federal or State-recognized threatened or
endangered plants or species of concern, except as provided in their Special Maintenance
Zone management plans.

Do not apply herbicides to Special Maintenance Zones, except as provided in their
management plans.

Consider foregoing spraying for significant areas of native plants that have been GIS
mapped; consult with resource experts as needed.

Activities in Areas with Priority Noxious Weeds and Invasive Plants

Description: Working with the Roadside Vegetation Management Technical Advisory
Committee, the PWD developed a list of noxious weeds and invasive plants that are targeted
priorities for control; the list is included in the Yamhill County Roadside Vegetation
Management Plan Technical Supporting Document. The document also includes a list of
herbicides that PWD considers as options from among those labeled for use on roadsides. The
document is posted on the PWD website and will be regularly updated. PWD also cooperates
with the SWCD to address noxious weeds. The SWCD Noxious Weed List is updated annually
and is available at http://www.yambhillswcd.org/weeds.

Best Management Practices

1.

Prevention is the most effective and cost-effective method of controlling noxious weeds
and invasive plants. It is important to avoid inadvertently transporting seeds or portions
of plants that could propagate new plants elsewhere.
Map the location of reported noxious weed and invasive plant infestations on a Yamhill
County road GIS overlay(s). Coordinate this effort with SWCD.
Work with the Yamhill County Road Improvement Advisory Committee during
development of the annual Capital Improvement Projects list to identify all projects
within known areas of invasive plants and noxious weeds for special care during
construction or maintenance.
In any known location of invasive or undesirable plants where soil will be moved,
including new construction, ditching, grading, paving, or other shoulder work:
a. Stockpile soil moved during work on the site and return it to the site, if possible.
b. Where soil must be removed from the site, monitor the dump site for at least three
years and ensure that any weeds detected are promptly controlled.
c. Do not allow members of the public to take the soil for private use.
d. At the completion of the project, map where any soil removed from the site was
placed so it can be monitored.
Before leaving an infested site, clean soil and plant material from workers’ clothing and
footwear, vehicles, and equipment using a broom, blower, and/or other tools to detach

mud and soil from tires, wheel wells, etc. Do not take vehicles or equipment to another
project site before a thorough cleaning.

To keep contaminated soil localized as much as possible, where invasive plants or
noxious weeds are present on only a portion of a project site, operate earth-moving or
maintenance equipment in the clean portion first and finish in the infested area.

Mark both ends of known infested areas, and develop management plans for each area.
Coordinate with SWCD to monitor infested sites and to enlist adjacent landowner
assistance in regular monitoring and control of infested areas.

Maintain a list of priority invasive plants that warrant special attention for Yamhill
County roadside maintenance efforts and recommend control measures. Regularly update
this list, in coordination with SWCD.

Maintain a list of herbicides that PWD considers options from among those labeled for
use on roadsides, with descriptions of their effects on plants, their potential uses and use
restrictions, and their risks to human health and the environment. Regularly update the
list as a resource for PWD maintenance staff and as information for the general public.
Use the list of priority invasive plants and the list of herbicides in decisions on
maintaining County roadsides.

Planting

Description: Careful purchase and placement of plants enhances soil stabilization and
beautification programs, and requires knowledge of appropriate plant materials and planting
methods for roadside vegetation projects.

Best Management Practices

After ditching and shaping of right-of-way, establish low-maintenance vegetation for
erosion control and maintenance of water quality.

Replant areas where soil has been removed and where colonization by invasive plants or
noxious weeds is likely.

Establish plant species on backslopes selected for stability and to control erosion. Use
more common and affordable plants on foreslopes and roadsides.

Use low-growing plants, such as grasses, in areas with sight distance limitations.

When available, use native seed of known origin that is free of noxious weeds and
invasive plants.

Prior to planting, control existing vegetation to achieve good seed-soil contact and to
reduce competition from weeds germinating from seeds in the existing soil.

To reduce erosion, use planting techniques that minimize the disturbance of soils, such as
hydroseeding, manual planting, and no-till planting.

Plant sterile or non-competitive non-native species when necessary to control erosion and
to compete with invasive species until desired vegetation is established.

Avoid the use of excess fertilizers that can run off into waterways.

Coordination

Description: For a variety of reasons, some property owners request the authority to maintain
vegetation within the right-of-way adjacent to their property as an alternative to County

maintenance. Groups with special expertise may also request the opportunity to maintain
segments of right-of-way that support plant or wildlife habitats of special concern. The County
supports these requests as long as private actions or inactions do not compromise public safety,
and they are consistent with the overall Best Management Practices.

To maximize limited staff and resources, it is important to work with other local, state, and
federal jurisdictions and agencies and to share access to information that may be of interest or
value to Yambhill County residents. For example, PWD shares GIS and roadside vegetation
inventory data with the SWCD and the Greater Yamhill Watershed Council to further mutual
objectives.

Best Management Practices

1. Maintain a Private Maintenance Agreement Permit Program for the right-of-way where a
landowner or authorized agent whose property is adjacent to a County roadside may
request a permit to manage the roadside vegetation.

2. Follow management plans for Special Maintenance Zones, including zones created by the
Habitat Conservation Plan for Kincaid’s lupine and Fender’s blue butterfly.

3. Encourage those working within County road right-of-way to use adaptive management
practices.

4. Establish a process by which local groups with special expertise may assist in training
PWD staff to identify species and habitats of concern within the right-of-way, to
recommend Special Maintenance Zones, or to partner on issues to maximize conservation
opportunities.

5. Coordinate with governmental agencies and others involved in roadside maintenance in
an integrated approach to vegetation management.

Communication

Description: It is important to provide easily accessible and understandable information to the
general public to maintain an open and transparent vegetation management program.

Best Management Practices
1. Regularly post and update the following information on roadside vegetation policy and
management on the County webpage:
a. Forms and instructions to apply for Special Maintenance Zones and Private
Maintenance Agreements.
b. Special Maintenance Zone and Private Maintenance Agreement locations.
c. List of priority target invasive plants and herbicides commonly used by PWD.
d. Timely information, prior to spraying, on general spraying schedules, areas to be
sprayed, and herbicides to be used.
2. Provide a mechanism for public questions, comments, and requests, and a process to
appeal staff decisions on maintenance activities.
3. Annually review complaints, procedures, and other related issues to improve and update
vegetation management procedures.
4. Share links to other agencies and group websites or contact information.
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Implementation

Description: Although the details of implementation of this Plan are PWD responsibility, some
implementation strategies are important to managing Yamhill County roadsides.

Best Management Practices

Roadside Vegetation Inventory (RVI)

1. Inventory and document all County roads on a five-year rotation cycle and regularly
evaluate the impact of current roadside vegetation management practices.

2. Include RVI data when evaluating and selecting annual Capital Improvement Projects
and when making other management decisions.

3. Provide electronic equipment in PWD vehicles to enable in-the-field access to RVI data
and approved roadside vegetation management plans.

Staff Training

1. Conduct training to emphasize the goal and objectives and to review Best Management
Practices for all PWD staff who are involved in activities that affect roadside vegetation.

2. Provide on-going training in use of in-vehicle electronic equipment for PWD staff
responsible for all aspects of roadside vegetation management.

3. Include Best Management Practices in training and orientation for new PWD
management and maintenance employees.

Regular Review

1. Regularly review the Yamhill County Roadside Vegetation Management Plan to
incorporate updated management practices and to evaluate implementation strategies.

2. Maintain a broad-based citizen committee with varied expertise to assist in development
and evaluation of implementation strategies, and to participate in Plan review.
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APPENDIX A: Definitions

ADAPTIVE MANAGEMENT: a process for continually improving management policies and
practices, and learning from the outcomes of operational programs by experimentally comparing
practices and evaluating alternative hypotheses about the system being managed.

BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICE: a method or technique that has consistently shown
results superior to those achieved by other means, is used as a benchmark, and may become
better as improvements are discovered; i.e., today’s best practice is a baseline for tomorrow’s
better practice.

BROADCAST SPRAYING: application of spray uniformly over a broad area, as opposed to a
specific area or individual plants.

DIRECTED OR TARGETED SPRAYING: precise application of an herbicide to a specific
area, specific plants, or parts of a plant.

ENDANGERED SPECIES: a species that is in danger of extinction within the foreseeable
future throughout all or a significant portion of its range.

GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEM (GIS): a system designed to capture, store,
manipulate, analyze, manage, and present all types of spatial or geographical data.

GLOBAL POSITION SYSTEM (GPS): a satellite-based radionavigation system owned,
operated, and maintained by the United States Government. It provides geolocation and time
information to a GPS receiver anywhere on or near the Earth where there is an unobstructed line
of sight to four or more GPS satellites.

GROUP WITH SPECIAL EXPERTISE: a formally recognized non-profit (501c3) or
governmental organization with an adopted mission to protect water quality, native species,
and/or habitats; for example, the Yamhill Soil & Water Conservation District, Greater Yamhill
Watershed Council, and the Native Plant Society of Oregon.

HABITAT CONSERVATION PLAN: the importance of preserving rare species was legally
recognized in 1973 when the Endangered Species Act (ESA) was signed into federal law. The
purpose of the ESA is not only to protect species that have been listed as threatened or
endangered, but also to conserve the ecosystems upon which those species depend. In aiming to
protect species in danger of becoming extinct, the ESA prohibits actions that have the potential
to result in a “taking” of any listed species. The term “take” under the ESA refers to any attempt
or action involving the harassment, harm, pursuit, hunting, shooting, wounding, killing, trapping,
capturing, or collecting of any listed species. Under this definition, the alteration of habitat that
results in injury to, or death of, any listed species by preventing essential behavior (such as
breeding, feeding or sheltering) is considered unlawful “harm.”
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A Habitat Conservation Plan is a required part of an application for an Incidental Take Permit,
a permit issued under the United States Endangered Species Act (ESA) to entities undertaking
projects that might result in the destruction of an endangered or threatened species. It is a
planning document that ensures that the anticipated take of a listed species will be minimized or
mitigated by conserving the habitat upon which the species depend, thereby contributing to the
recovery of the species as a whole. In the context of roadside vegetation management, it outlines
how State and Federally listed Threatened and Endangered plant species are managed along
County right-of-way.

INTEGRATED VEGETATION MANAGEMENT (IVM): the practice of managing and
promoting desirable, stable plant communities through the use of appropriate, environmentally
sound, and cost-effective control methods.
e These methods may include a combination of chemical, biological, cultural, mechanical,
and/or manual treatments.
— Biological: using a natural predator to control a noxious weed or other unwanted
vegetation.
— Chemical: applying EPA-approved chemicals per product label.
— Cultural: incorporating native or appropriate plant material to out-compete unwanted
vegetation, using weed-free mulch, or modifying a land use practice.
— Mechanical: using equipment, such as mowers, brushers, or chain saws.
— Manual: weeding, brushing, hand removal.
e An IVM approach strives to manage vegetation and the environment by balancing
benefits of control, cost, public health, environmental quality, and regulatory compliance.
e Adopting IVM on the right-of-way can reduce vegetation management costs; reduce
utility customers’ costs; improve native plant, animal, insect, and songbird habitat; and
provide other ecological benefits (e.g., reduce runoff, control invasive species, create
wildlife habitat).

INVASIVE PLANT: a plant that is not native to an ecosystem and, due to its fast growth and
reproduction and lack of natural enemies, has the ability to spread aggressively, crowd out other
plants, and create a single-species stand.

NATIVE PLANT: a plant that is indigenous to a region, ecosystem, or habitat; in Yamhill
County, it is a plant that was indigenous to the Willamette River watershed prior to settlement by
Euroamericans.

NON-SELECTIVE HERBICIDE: achemical that kills all plants it comes in contact with.

NOXIOUS WEED: as defined by the Oregon Department of Agriculture (ODA), any plant
designated by a Federal, State or County government as injurious to public health, agriculture,
recreation, wildlife or property.

e “A” List —a plant of known economic importance that occurs in a county in small enough
infestations to make eradication/containment possible; or is not yet known to occur, but
its presence in neighboring areas makes future occurrence in a county seem imminent.

e “B” List — a plant of economic importance that is regionally abundant and needs to be
controlled where found.
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e “T” List — weed species selected annually by the Oregon State Weed Board (OSWB)
from either the A or B list as top priority for prevention and control, and for which ODA
must develop and implement a statewide management plan.

PLANT COMMUNITY: a group of plants growing together that interact with one another and
with their physical environment. Community composition may vary over time and depends on a
variety of environmental factors, such as soil type, water, climate, topography, fire, and the
presence of other living things.

PRE-EMERGENT (SOIL RESIDUAL) HERBICIDE: a chemical applied prior to the
emergence of a plant from the soil, intended to prevent seeds from germinating. The
effectiveness of soil residual herbicides may be temporary or long term.

PRIVATE MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT (PMA): a contract between a landowner or
authorized gent and County Public Works Department establishing a Special Maintenance Zone
in which the adjacent landowner or applicant assumes, or assigns responsibility for, the
vegetation management and maintenance, including guidelines for management agreed upon by
both parties.

PROBLEM PLANT: a plant that is considered undesirable within a certain context; it grows
where it is not wanted (e.g., it blocks sight distance or grows into road travel lanes) or is invasive
(i.e., is able to reproduce rapidly and spread into new areas of potential habitat) in Yambhill
County.

RIGHT-OF-WAY: all County roads are located on land that is referred to as the road right-of-
way, which extends on both sides of the traveled road surface to include shoulders, foreslope,
ditches, and backslope. The width of the road right-of-way and the road surface itself can vary a
great deal, and the general rule of thumb is that it is 40 feet wide, approximately 20 feet on both
sides of the center of the road.

SELECTIVE HERBICIDE: an herbicide formulated to control specific weeds or weed
categories; a material that is toxic to some plant species but less toxic to others.

SPECIAL MAINTENANCE ZONE (SMZ): a section of County road right-of-way designated
for other than routine maintenance activities.

e Landowners whose property adjoins the right-of way may submit an application, fee, and
proof of insurance to have the right-of-way abutting their property excluded from any
County maintenance activities, subject to a private maintenance agreement.

e Yamhill County may designate a Special Maintenance Zone that will be maintained by
the County according to a special maintenance plan.

SPECIES OF CONCERN: an informal term used to refer to species that are in need of
proactive protection, but for which insufficient information is available to list the species as
threatened or endangered.
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TARGET WEED: a weed that is new to Yamhill County or currently has limited distribution
and is known to be highly invasive. Target weeds have a high priority for eradication or
containment.

THREATENED SPECIES: any species that is likely to become an endangered species within
the foreseeable future throughout all or a significant portion of its range.

TOTAL MAXIMUM DAILY LOAD (TMDL): a planning tool designed to restore and
maintain the quality of waters that have been identified as not meeting applicable water quality
standards; the calculation of the maximum amount of a pollutant allowed to enter a waterbody so
that the waterbody will meet and continue to meet water quality standards for that particular
pollutant.
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APPENDIX B: Yamhill County Roadside Vegetation Management

Technical Advisory Committee

The Yamhill County Board of Commissioners appointed the Yamhill County Roadside
Vegetation Management Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) to update policies and Best
Management Practices to guide and assist the Yamhill County Public Works Department (PWD)
to manage roadside vegetation in a consistent, conscientious, and cost-effective manner. The
TAC reports to the Yamhill County Road Improvement Technical Advisory Committee (RIAC).
Upon completion of its charge, the TAC provides recommendations to RIAC, who then make
recommendations to the Board of Commissioners. The TAC met monthly from February 2014
through November 2015 to develop this Management Plan and implementing procedures. The
TAC was reappointed to advise on implementation of the Plan and meets periodically to discuss
and evaluate implementation strategies and results. In coordination with PWD staff, the TAC
updated this Plan in a series of meetings in 2021 and 2022.

S E. The proposed development is consistent with policies j. and k. of the
Comprehensive Plan, as amended by ordinance 471.

The FEMA flood maps show the base flood elevation (BFE) on the property to be between
168 feet at the north property line and 166 feet just past the south property line. The
applicant has noted that the floor elevation of the existing accessory building is 171.75°
and the floor elevation of the proposed studio addition is 168.15°. Both nonresidential
structures are currently, or are proposed to be, elevated at least one-foot above the base
flood elevation. An elevation certificate will be required for both structures per Section
901.12(C). If the structures are not elevated to the BFE or by at least one foot above the
BFE, floodproofing requirements as set forth in Section 901.07(C) are required.

8. 901.12 General Requirements: Any floodplain development permit authorized pursuant
to this ordinance shall be subject to the following additional requirements:

A. An authorized floodplain development permit is not personal to the applicant and shall
be deemed to run with the land, provided the subsequent owner or developer adheres to
the specific proposal originally approved and complies with conditions of approval.

1. Lot Size: Approximately 31.52-acres.

2. Access: The property has direct access to SE Wallace Road.

3. On-site Land Use and Zoning: The subject parcel is zoned for Exclusive Farm use, the
EF-80 zone. The subject lot is bordered to the east by the Willamette River. The subject
parcel is predominantly used agriculturally in the form of an approximately 22-acre
hazelnut orchard.

4, Surrounding Land Use and Zoning: The surrounding parcels are all located in the
Exclusive Farm use zone, the EF-80 zone. There are a number of farm activities evident

in the surrounding area, including grass seed and hay production (predominantly to the
west, southwest, and northwest), nut tree orchards (predominantly to the east and
northeast), and nursery stock to the northwest. There are also several small lots in the
surrounding area—ranging in size from 0.7 to 3-acres in size—with single-family
dwellings that are predominantly dedicated to residential uses. Several of these lots are
located along the subject parcel’s southern property line and one of these lots was created
through a previous Measure 49 approval, identified as Tax Lot 6304-00306. Another of
these smaller lots is located adjacent to the northwest corner of the subject parcel,
identified as Tax Lot 6304-00304. The Applicant’s proposed new parcel would be
located directly east of, and would share a property line with, Tax Lot 6304-00304.
Passive forest uses are also relatively common in the surrounding area, predominantly
along the Willamette River and the land east of the river in Marion County.

5. Water: The applicant has indicated that water is provided by an on-site well.

6. Sewage Disposal: A septic system will need to be permitted by the Sanitarian.

7. Fire Protection: Dayton Rural Fire Department.

8. Previous Actions: The subject parcel was involved in a land partition in 1972, Docket P-

196-72. In 2007, Marvel Pendergraft filed a Measure 37 application, Docket M-37-175-
06. The claim to Yamhill County was approved as detailed in Board Order 07-749. A
Measure 49 claim was processed and approved through State Election Claim No.
E131580. The Final Order and Home Site Authorization from State Election Number
E131580 (Final Order) states in part,

“Based on the analysis set forth above, this claim is approved, and the claimant qualifies
for three home site approvals. As explained in section Il above, after taking into
account the number of existing lots, parcels or dwellings, the claimant is authorized for
two additional lots or parcels and two additional dwellings on the property on which the
claimant is eligible for Measure 49 relief...”

In 2020, the Applicant received approval for a land partition for creation of a single (1)
parcel measuring approximately 1.12-acres through Docket P-07-20, which reduced the
number of lots or parcels that can be created to a single (1) additional parcel. A partition
was approved in early 2024, for the creation of an approximately 1.66-acre buildable lot,
Docket P-03-23.

9 Overlay Districts: The eastern 2/3 of the property is located within the Willamette River
Greenway. A very small corner of the northeastern portion of the property is located
within the 100-year floodplain overlay district of the Willamette River, pursuant to FIRM
panels 41071C0635D and 41071C0630D. The property is not located within an area
identified as sensitive wildlife habitat, nor is the property is not within an airport overlay
district.

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YAMHILL COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT
STAFF REPORT
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10.  Explanation of the request: The applicant is requesting a Willamette River Greenway
permit for the remodel of a portion of an existing agricultural building into a single-
family dwelling. A dwelling is permitted on this lot through Measure 49 Final Order
E131580. The Applicant’s site plan indicates that there will be no development activities
occurring within the identified boundaries of the 100-year floodplain.

B. Greenway Provisions and Analysis

1. The request is for the remodel of a portion of an existing agricultural building into a single-
family dwelling within the Willamette River Greenway.

Section 902.05 of the Yamhill County Zoning Ordinance (YCZO) requires approval for all
development in the Willamette River Greenway (WRG). Section 902.06 states that
Greenway development shall be subject to the following considerations and criteria:

(4)  That the proposal conforms with the use provisions and standards and limitations
of the underlying zoning district.

Regarding criterion (A) above, the subject property is located within the EF-80 zone, the
Exclusive Farm Use District. The Applicant is requesting approval to remodel an existing
agricultural building for use as a single-family dwelling. The construction of a single-
family dwelling on this lot is permitted through Measure 49 Final Order E131580. The
site plan indicates that the location of the home will comply with the underlying setback
requirements for the Exclusive Farm use zone as provided in subsection 402.09(C) of the
YCZO. The request complies with criterion 902.06(A) of the YCZO.

24 (B)  That the proposal is consistent with the purpose of the WRG Overlay District as
provided in Subsection 902.01.

The purpose of the WRG Overlay is to ensure the natural, scenic, and recreational qualities
of lands along the Willamette River are protected and responsibly managed, in accordance
with the appropriate local, state, and federal provisions. The Applicant will not be building
a new structure, but rather remodeling an existing agricultural building that has been
located on the property for several years so there will be minimal disturbance to the lot,
and that will mainly be for the installation of the septic system to serve the dwelling. The
Applicant’s building activities will not disturb the riparian vegetation located along the
subject lot’s eastern property line. A condition of approval will prohibit removal of
vegetation in the riparian area and maintain at least a 100-foot setback from the ordinary
high-water mark. With conditions, the request will comply with criterion 902.06(B) of the
YCZO.

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3: (C)  That the natural vegetative fringe along the river shall be maintained in order to
assure scenic quality, protection of wildlife, protection from erosion and screening
of uses from the river.

Regarding criterion (C), the site plan submitted with the application indicates that the
existing agricultural building being partially remodeled to facilitate the development of a
single-family dwelling in the structure is located approximately 300-feet from the lot’s
eastern property line, along the bank of the Willamette River, and approximately 175-feet
west of vegetative fringe along the Willamette River. There will be no new structures built
under this Willamette River Greenway permit. The proposed remodel of the agricultural
building will require the installation of a septic system that will need to be permitted by the
County Sanitarian. These limited construction activities will occur in the northeastern area
of the property, in an area of the property that is being farmed in the form of a hazelnut
orchard. A comparison of the site plan and aerial imagery of the property indicates that
there will be no disturbance to the riparian vegetation or loss of wildlife habitat. A
condition of approval will prohibit removal of vegetation in the riparian area and maintain
at least a 100-foot setback from the ordinary high-water mark. With conditions, the request
satisfies criterion 902.06(C) of the YCZO.

4. (D)  That the quality of the air, water and land resources in and adjacent to the WRG
Overlay District shall be preserved with any development, change of use, or
intensification of use, within the WRG Overlay District.

Regarding criterion (D), the Applicant’s proposed developments will not significantly
affect air quality, water, or land resources. The existing agricultural building that will be
remodeled to host the single-family dwelling is located in an area of the property that is
currently being farmed, with an established hazelnut orchard accounting for the majority
of the land use of the subject parcel. Because the proposed project involves the remodeling
of an existing structure, there will be very limited construction activities occurring onsite,
and those activities will predominantly involve the installation of an approved septic
system, which may necessitate the removal of some hazelnut trees but will not lead to a
loss of land resources. There is no reasonable indication that the remodel of an existing
agricultural building to incorporate a residence into the building on this cleared area of the
property will negatively impact the air, water, and/or land resources in or adjacent to the
Willamette River Greenway (WRG) Overlay District. The proposed remodel of an existing
farm structure to a single-family dwelling does not constitute an intensification of the use
of the property. Staff finds that the residential use of the structure does not represent an
intensification of the use of the property when measured against the farming use and
activities that have occurred on the property for as long as the hazelnut orchard has been
on the property. Conditions of approval will be placed on the approval of the Willamette
River Greenway permit that protects the existing riparian vegetation. With conditions, the
request is consistent with criterion 902.06(D) of the YCZO.

ﬁ
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5. (E)  That lands exhibiting Class I-IV soils for agricultural production shall be
preserved and maintained for farm use.

Regarding criterion (E), soil on the parcel is almost exclusively composed of Woodburn
Silt Loam (WuB), a Class II, high-value (prime) farmland soil type. A small area in the
northeastern corner of the property is composed of Amity Silt Loam (Am), a Class II high-
value (prime) farmland soil type. Terrace escarpments (Te) are located along the steep
banks that make up the subject lot’s eastern property line, and this is considered a Class VI
non-high value soil type. The Applicant is proposing the remodeling of an existing
agricultural building so that a portion of the structure can be used as a single-family
dwelling, and this structure is located in an area of the property that is already developed.
The single-family dwelling is permitted through a Measure 49 Final Order. There will be
some limited construction activities, in the form of a septic system that will need to be
installed to serve the dwelling. Staff finds that the remodeling of the existing agricultural
building for the development of a single-family dwelling will not lead to the loss of
productive farmland beyond the limited area that was lost when the agricultural building
was built several years ago. The request is consistent with criterion 902.06(E) of the
YCZO.

6. (F)  That significant fish and wildlife habitats shall be protected.

Concerning criterion (F), the Willamette River is significant fish habitat. Protection of
riparian vegetation is one of the primary means of protecting the habitat. Comprehensive
Plan policy II.C.1.j. contains requirements for protection of riparian areas, as follows:

It is the policy of Yamhill County to protect riparian vegetation from damage that
may result from land use applications for development that is otherwise permitted
outright or conditionally under county zoning regulations. To achieve this goal,
Yamhill County will review land use applications for development in riparian areas
in an effort to mitigate or prevent damage to riparian vegetation that might result
from the development. For purposes of this policy, "riparian areas " refers to areas
within 100 feet measured horizontally from the ordinary high water line of streams
identified as "Fish Habitat" in the comprehensive plan inventory (Natural Resource
Conservation Plan, Yamhill County, Oregon, May 1979 - USDA - Soil
Conservation Services), that are not regulated under the Forest Practices Act. In
order to comply with this policy, a condition of approval will require that the
dwelling be located at least 100" from the high water line, and that all existing
vegetation within this area be retained

The proposed development will meet all YCZO codes, standards, and zoning regulations.
The single-family home will be located in an existing structure that will be remodeled for
residential use, and the surrounding area is relatively clear of vegetation, aside from some
hazelnut trees, therefore no riparian vegetation will be removed to facilitate the proposed
construction activities. The request is consistent with criterion 902.06(F) of the YCZO.

f
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7. (G)  That significant natural and scenic areas, viewpoints and vistas shall be preserved.

Criterion (G) is not applicable for this parcel because the area has not been designated as a
significant natural area or scenic resource, therefore there are no designated viewpoints or
vistas that will be threatened by the applicant’s proposed developments.

8. (H)  That areas of ecological, scientific, historical or archeological significance shall
be protected, preserved, restored or enhanced to the maximum extent possible.

Criterion (H) is not applicable for this parcel because the area has not been designated as a
significant ecological, scientific, historical or archeological site.

0. (D) That areas of annual flooding, floodplain and wetlands shall be preserved in their

natural state to the maximum possible extent to protect water retention, overflow
and other natural functions.

Regarding criterion (I), the Applicant states that the building area is located approximately
80” above the river and approximately 175-feet west of the vegetative fringe along the tall
riverbank. The construction activities for this project include the remodeling of an existing
agricultural building and the installation of a septic system to serve the home. There will
be no construction activities occurring within the very small 100-year floodplain area
located in the northeastern corner of the subject lot so the existing natural features and
drainage within the 100-year floodplain will remain unimpeded and unaltered by the
proposed development. There are no mapped or identifiable wetlands on the property. The
applicant suggests that construction activities will be conducted in such a way that water
retention, overflow, or other natural hydrologic functions on the property will not be
negatively impacted.

10. (J) That any harvesting of timber shall be done in a manner which will ensure that
wildlife habitat and the natural scenic qualities found in the WRG Overlay
District will be maintained and will be restored.

Regarding (J), no harvesting of timber in conjunction with the proposed construction of the
home.

11. (K)  That the proposed development, change of use or intensification of use is
compatible with the site, the surrounding area and the environment.

The Applicant’s proposed development, with conditions, is compatible with the character
of the site, the surrounding area, and the environment of the Willamette River Greenway,
thereby satisfying criterion (K). Staff sent a referral to the Oregon Department of Fish and
Wildlife (ODFW), and ODFW expressed no concerns regarding the development of a
replacement dwelling on the property. The residential use of the property that will be new
for this lot does not constitute an intensification of the use of the property, which has
historically been agricultural use and most recently the planting and management of the
onsite hazelnut orchard. Staff finds that the farming activities (spraying of herbicides,
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pesticides, fertilizer, operation of heavy farm machinery, etc.) commonly conducted in
conjunction with the existing hazelnut orchard represents a more intensive use of the
property than the remodeling of an agricultural barn to a dwelling and the residential use
of the property that will occur in conjunction with the dwelling. With conditions, the
Applicant’s request is compatible with the local environment, the Applicant’s property,
and the surrounding area and complies with this criterion.

12. (L) That areas considered for development, change of use or intensification of use,
which have erosion potential, shall be protected from loss by appropriate means
which are compatible with the character of the Willamette River Boundary.

Regarding (L), the Applicant has stated that the existing riparian vegetation will not be
altered or removed during the remodeling of the agricultural building but will be
maintained to protect wildlife habitat and to protect the bank from erosion. Planting new
vegetation and the maintenance of existing vegetation along the riparian area, compatible
with the character of the Willamette River Boundary, is strongly encouraged. With
conditions, the request is consistent with criterion (L).

13. (M)  That any extraction of aggregate deposits and reclamation shall be conducted in a
manner designed to minimize adverse effects on water quality, fish and wildlife,
vegetation, bank stabilization, stream flow and visual quality, noise and safety.

No aggregate extraction is proposed, so criterion (M) is not applicable.

14. (N)  That recreational needs shall be satisfied by public and private means in a manner
consistent with the carrying capacity of the land and with minimum conflict with
farm use.

Farm uses on the subject lot and the surrounding area include hazelnut orchards, grass seed
and hay production (predominantly to the west, southwest, and northwest), nut tree
orchards (predominantly to the east and northeast), and nursery stock to the northwest of
the subject lot. The construction activities associated with the Applicant’s proposed
remodeling of an existing farm building will not have a negative impact on the existing
farm uses occurring on surrounding parcels. The Applicant’s request will not impact the
carrying capacity of the land as the single-family dwelling will be established within the
existing farm building that was built on the property several years ago. The request
complies with criterion (N).

15. (0)  That maintenance of public safety and protection of public and private property,
especially from vandalism and trespass, shall be provided to the maximum extent
practicable.

Regarding criterion (O), there is no documented history of trespass or vandalism on the
property and the Applicant’s proposal is unlikely to increase the risk of trespass or
vandalism in the area. There have been no public safety issues identified with the proposed
use. Staff finds that the request complies with criterion (O).

f
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16. (P)  That any development shall be located away from the river to the greatest possible
degree. A minimum building setback line of fifty (50) feet from the ordinary high
water line of Willamette River shall be maintained, except for buildings and
structures in conjunction with a water-dependent use.

Concemning criterion (P), the agricultural building that will be remodeled for use as a
single-family dwelling is located approximately 300-feet west of the ordinary high water
line, exceeding the 50- foot setback standard from the ordinary high water line of the
Willamette River. Staff finds that the Applicant’s request complies with criterion (P).

17.  (Q)  That public access where necessary and appropriate, shall be provided to and
along the river by appropriate legal means for any public use or development.

Criterion (Q) is not applicable since this is a private development on private property.

18. (R)  That the development, change or intensification of use shall provide the maximum
possible landscaped area, open space or vegetation between the activity and the
river.

Criterion (R), the Applicant states that no riparian or other screening vegetation will be
removed during the construction activities associated with the remodeling of the existing
agricultural for use as a single-family dwelling. The building activities will occur in an
area that is already cleared of vegetation. The site plan indicates that there will be no
disturbance to the existing riparian vegetation and landscaped areas will remain untouched.
Staff finds that the request complies with criterion (R).

CONCLUSIONS FOR APPROVAL:

1.  The request is for approval of a Willamette River Greenway permit to convert an existing
shop building to a single-family dwelling. The single-family dwelling is permitted through
Measure 49 Final Order E131580.

2. With conditions, the overall impact on the scenic quality of the Willamette River Greenway
by the proposed addition to the dwelling will be minimal, and in keeping with the character
of the surrounding properties.

3. With conditions, the development will comply with the purpose of the Willamette River
Greenway overlay.

4. With conditions, the proposed development complies with the approval criteria and
standards in Sections 402 and 902 of the Yamhill County Zoning Ordinance.

f
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DECISION:

Based upon the above findings, analysis, and conclusions, the request by Richard A. Moore for
the conversion of an existing agricultural building for use as a single-family dwelling within the
Willamette River Greenway on a parcel identified as Tax Lot 6304-00307, is approved with the
following conditions:

1. All trees and vegetation shall be retained within the vegetative fringe of the river and all
land lying north of the river for a distance of 100-feet.

2. The location and extent of the replacement home shall substantially conform to the site
plan submitted with the application, see enclosed map.

3. All necessary permits for construction shall be obtained from the Yamhill County Building
and Sanitation Departments. )

4. The Willamette River Greenway approval is granted for one (1) year from the final decision
date and will expire unless substantial construction has taken place before that date. The
approval may be extended if a request for extension and appropriate fee is received prior
to the expiration date.

A. Background Facts

1. Lot Size: Approximately 2.85-acres.

2. Access: The property has access to SE Neck Rd.

3. On-site Land Use and Zoning: The subject parcel is zoned for Exclusive Farm use, the
EF-80 zone. The subject lot is bordered to the south by the Willamette River. The
subject parcel is predominantly devoted to residential use. The entire parcel is within the
Willamette River Greenway.

4. Surrounding Land Use and Zoning: The surrounding parcels are all located in the
Exclusive Farm use zone, the EF-80 zone. There are a number of farm activities evident
in the surrounding area as well as smaller residential lots nearby.

5. Water: The applicant has indicated that water is provided by an on-site well.

A condition of approval will prohibit removal of vegetation in the riparian
area and maintain at least a 100-foot setback from the ordinary high-water mark. With

3. (C)  That the natural vegetative fringe along the river shall be maintained in order to
assure scenic quality, protection of wildlife, protection from erosion and screening
of uses from the river.

Regarding criterion (C), the site plan submitted with the application indicates that the
proposed garage will be 200-feet from the lot’s southern property line, that is near to the
Willamette River, and approximately 140-feet above the vegetative fringe along the
Willamette River. These limited construction activities will occur in the northwestern area
of the property, in an area of the property that is not viewable from the water’s edge. A
comparison of the site plan and aerial imagery of the property indicates that there will be
no disturbance to the riparian vegetation or loss of wildlife habitat. A condition of approval
will prohibit removal of vegetation in the riparian area and maintain at least a 100-foot
setback from the ordinary high-water mark. With conditions, the request satisfies criterion
902.06(C) of the YCZO.

4. (D)  That the quality of the air, water and land resources in and adjacent to the WRG
Overlay District shall be preserved with any development, change of use, or
intensification of use, within the WRG Overlay District.

Regarding criterion (D), the Applicant’s proposed developments will not significantly
affect air quality, water, or land resources. Because the proposed project is in an area that
is not being farmed and it is not changing the use of the area, there is no reasonable
indication that the proposed garage will negatively impact the air, water, and/or land
resources in or adjacent to the Willamette River Greenway (WRG) Overlay District. The
proposed structure does not constitute an intensification of the use of the property. Staff
finds that the residential use of the structure does not represent an intensification of the use
of the property when measured against the existing use. Conditions of approval will be
placed on the approval of the Willamette River Greenway permit that protects the existing
riparian vegetation. With conditions, the request is consistent with criterion 902.06(D) of
the YCZO.

5. (E)  That lands exhibiting Class I-IV soils for agricultural production shall be
preserved and maintained for farm use.

Regarding criterion (E), The Applicant is proposing a garage for the storage of personal
vehicles and has indicated that the property in not being farmed and so therefore, this
condition does not apply. Staff finds that a garage is not any different from a structure
normally associated with farm use, and therefore will not lead to the loss of productive
farmland. The request is consistent with criterion 902.06(E) of the YCZO.

9. (D That areas of annual flooding, floodplain and wetlands shall be preserved in their

natural state to the maximum possible extent to protect water retention, overflow
and other natural functions.

Regarding criterion (I), the Applicant states that the building area is located approximately
200’ feet above the river. GIS mapping confirms that the area of development is not within
the floodplain. The construction activities for this project include the construction of a
garage for personal vehicles. There will be no construction activities occurring within the
100-year floodplain area so the existing natural features and drainage within the 100-year
floodplain will remain unimpeded and unaltered by the proposed development. There are
no mapped or identifiable wetlands on the property except those that are within the
floodplain.

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10. () That any harvesting of timber shall be done in a manner which will ensure that
wildlife habitat and the natural scenic qualities found in the WRG Overlay
District will be maintained and will be restored.

Regarding (J), no harvesting of timber in conjunction with the proposed construction of the
home.

11.  (K)  That the proposed development, change of use or intensification of use is
compatible with the site, the surrounding area and the environment.

The Applicant’s proposed development, with conditions, is compatible with the character
of the site, the surrounding area, and the environment of the Willamette River Greenway,
thereby satisfying criterion (K). Staff sent a referral to the Oregon Department of Fish and
Wildlife (ODFW), and ODFW expressed no concerns regarding the development of a
replacement dwelling on the property. With conditions, the Applicant’s request is
compatible with the local environment, the Applicant’s property, and the surrounding area
and complies with this criterion.

12. (L) That areas considered for development, change of use or intensification of use,
which have erosion potential, shall be protected from loss by appropriate means
which are compatible with the character of the Willamette River Boundary.

Regarding (L), the Applicant has stated that the existing riparian vegetation will not be
altered or removed during the construction of the garage. The applicant noted that the edge
of the plateau exhibits natural erosion. In the last sixty-five years the applicant has lived
there, the edge of the plateau has not receded more than a few feet. The proposed garage
is 120" feet from the edge. The applicant feels that it is extremely unlikely that it will recede
far enough to affect any of the buildings on the property in their lifetime. With conditions,
the request is consistent with criterion (L).

13. (M)  That any extraction of aggregate deposits and reclamation shall be conducted in a
manner designed to minimize adverse effects on water quality, fish and wildlife,
vegetation, bank stabilization, stream flow and visual quality, noise, and safety.

No aggregate extraction is proposed, so criterion (M) is not applicable.

14.  (N)  That recreational needs shall be satisfied by public and private means in a manner
consistent with the carrying capacity of the land and with minimum conflict with
farm use.

The construction activities associated with the Applicant’s proposed construction of a
garage will not have a negative impact on the existing farm uses occurring on surrounding
parcels. The Applicant’s request will not impact the carrying capacity of the land as the
single-family dwelling has been established several years ago and has not impeded farm
use, and so the proposal complies with criterion (N).

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15. (O) That maintenance of public safety and protection of public and private property,

especially from vandalism and trespass, shall be provided to the maximum extent
practicable.

Regarding criterion (O), there is no documented history of trespass or vandalism on the
property and the Applicant’s proposal is unlikely to increase the risk of trespass or
vandalism in the area. There have been no public safety issues identified with the proposed
use. Staff finds that the request complies with criterion (O).

16.  (P)  That any development shall be located away from the river to the greatest possible
degree. A minimum building setback line of fifty (50) feet from the ordinary high
water line of Willamette River shall be maintained, except for buildings and
structures in conjunction with a water-dependent use.

Concerning criterion (P), the proposed construction of the garage is located approximately
140-feet from the ordinary high-water line, exceeding the 50- foot setback standard from
the ordinary high water line of the Willamette River. Staff finds that the Applicant’s
request complies with criterion (P).

17.  (Q)  That public access where necessary and appropriate, shall be provided to and
along the river by appropriate legal means for any public use or development.

Criterion (Q) is not applicable since this is a private development on private property.

18.  (R)  That the development, change or intensification of use shall provide the maximum
possible landscaped area, open space or vegetation between the activity and the
river.,

Criterion (R), the Applicant states that no riparian or other screening vegetation will be
removed during the construction activities associated with the construction of the garage.
The building activities will occur in an area that is already cleared of vegetation. The site
plan indicates that there will be no disturbance to the existing riparian vegetation and
landscaped areas will remain untouched. Staff finds that the request complies with
criterion (R).

CONCLUSIONS FOR APPROVAL:

1. The request is for approval of a Willamette River Greenway permit to construct a garage
for personal vehicles that is associated with an existing single-family residence.

2. With conditions, the overall impact on the scenic quality of the Willamette River Greenway
by the proposed garage will be minimal, and in keeping with the character of the
surrounding properties.

3. With conditions, the development will comply with the purpose of the Willamette River
Greenway overlay.

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4. With conditions, the proposed development complies with the approval criteria and
standards in Sections 402 and 902 of the Yamhill County Zoning Ordinance.

DECISION:

Based upon the above findings, analysis, and conclusions, the request by Bruce Savage for the
construction of a garage for personal vehicles within the Willamette River Greenway on a parcel
identified as Tax Lot 4314-500, is approved with the following conditions:

4. The Willamette River Greenway approval is granted for one (1) year from the final decision
date and will expire unless substantial construction has taken place before that date. The
approval may be extended if a request for extension and appropriate fee is received prior
to the expiration date.

FINDINGS:

A. Background Facts

1. Lot Size: Approximately 4.45-acres.
2. Access: The property has access to NE Wilsonville Rd.

3. On-site Land Use and Zoning: The subject parcel is zoned for low density residential
and has one home and some other outbuildings located on site. Most of the parcel is
within the Willamette River Greenway and the southernmost portion of the property is
within the floodplain. The Willamette River borders the property to the south.

4. Surrounding Land Use and Zoning: The surrounding parcels located to the east, and
west are the same zone, VLDR-2.5. Parcels across Wilsonville road to the north are
zoned EF-40, Exclusive Farm.

and a small area on the southern portion of the property is within the 100-year Flood
Plain Overlay. The property is not located within an area identified as sensitive wildlife
habitat, nor is the property is not within an airport overlay district.

10.  Explanation of the request: The applicant is requesting a Willamette River Greenway
permit for the installation of a ground mount solar panel system. The Applicant’s site
plan indicates that there will be no development activities occurring within the identified
boundaries of the 100-year floodplain.

B. Greenway Provisions and Analysis

1. The request is for the construction of a ground mount solar panel system within the
Willamette River Greenway.

Section 902.05 of the Yamhill County Zoning Ordinance (YCZO) requires approval for all
development in the Willamette River Greenway (WRG). Section 902.06 states that
Greenway development shall be subject to the following considerations and criteria:

(4)  That the proposal conforms with the use provisions and standards and limitations
of the underlying zoning district.

Regarding criterion (A) above, the subject property is located within the VLDR-2.5 zone,
the Very Low Density Residential. The Applicant is requesting approval to install ground
mount solar. The site plan indicates that the location of the solar panel system will comply
with the underlying setback requirements for the VLDR-2.5 zone as provided in subsection
502.02(F)of the YCZO. The request complies with criterion 902.06(A) of the YCZO.

2. (B)  That the proposal is consistent with the purpose of the WRG Overlay District as
provided in Subsection 902.01.

The purpose of the WRG Overlay is to ensure the natural, scenic, and recreational qualities
of lands along the Willamette River are protected and responsibly managed, in accordance
with the appropriate local, state, and federal provisions. The Applicant is proposing to
install a ground mount solar panel system. The building activities will be located 140” feet
from the water’s edge, above the water level. The construction will not disturb the riparian
vegetation located along the subject lot’s southern property line. A condition of approval
will prohibit removal of vegetation in the riparian area and maintain at least a 100-foot
setback from the ordinary high-water mark. With conditions, the request will comply with
criterion 902.06(B) of the YCZO.

#
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3. (C)  That the natural vegetative fringe along the river shall be maintained in order to
assure scenic quality, protection of wildlife, protection from erosion and screening
of uses from the river.

Regarding criterion (C), the site plan submitted with the application indicates that the
proposed solar panel system will be 140-feet from the lot’s southern property line, that is
near to the Willamette River, and above the vegetative fringe along the Willamette River.
These limited construction activities will occur in an area of the property that is not
viewable from the water’s edge. A comparison of the site plan and aerial imagery of the
property indicates that there will be no disturbance to the riparian vegetation or loss of
wildlife habitat. A condition of approval will prohibit removal of vegetation in the riparian
area and maintain at least a 100-foot setback from the ordinary high-water mark. With
conditions, the request satisfies criterion 902.06(C) of the YCZO.

4, (D) That the quality of the air, water and land resources in and adjacent to the WRG
Overlay District shall be preserved with any development, change of use, or
intensification of use, within the WRG Overlay District.

Regarding criterion (D), the Applicant’s proposed developments will not significantly
affect air quality, water, or land resources. Because the proposed project is in an area that
is not being farmed and it is not changing the use of the area, there is no reasonable
indication that the proposed ground solar panel system will negatively impact the air, water,
and/or land resources in or adjacent to the Willamette River Greenway (WRG) Overlay
District. The proposed structure does not constitute an intensification of the use of the
property. Staff finds that the residential use of the structure does not represent an
intensification of the use of the property when measured against the existing use.
Conditions of approval will be placed on the approval of the Willamette River Greenway
permit that protects the existing riparian vegetation. With conditions, the request is
consistent with criterion 902.06(D) of the YCZO.

5. (E)  That lands exhibiting Class I-IV soils for agricultural production shall be
preserved and maintained for farm use.

Regarding criterion (E), The Applicant is proposing a ground mount solar for residential
use and the area is not being farmed and so therefore, this condition does not apply. Staff
finds that solar panels is not any different from a structure normally associated with farm
use, and therefore will not lead to the loss of productive farmland. The request is consistent
with criterion 902.06(E) of the YCZO.

6. (F)  That significant fish and wildlife habitats shall be protected.
Concerning criterion (F), the Willamette River is significant fish habitat. Protection of

riparian vegetation is one of the primary means of protecting the habitat. Comprehensive
Plan policy II.C.1.j. contains requirements for protection of riparian areas, as follows:

#
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It is the policy of Yamhill County to protect riparian vegetation from damage that
may result from land use applications for development that is otherwise permitted
outright or conditionally under county zoning regulations. To achieve this goal,
Yambhill County will review land use applications for development in riparian areas
in an effort to mitigate or prevent damage to riparian vegetation that might result
from the development. For purposes of this policy, "riparian areas” refers to areas
within 100 feet measured horizontally from the ordinary high water line of streams
identified as "Fish Habitat" in the comprehensive plan inventory (Natural Resource
Conservation Plan, Yamhill County, Oregon, May 1979 - USDA - Soil
Conservation Services), that are not regulated under the Forest Practices Act. In
order to comply with this policy, a condition of approval will require that the
dwelling be located at least 100" from the high water line, and that all existing
vegetation within this area be retained

The proposed development will meet all YCZO codes, standards, and zoning regulations.
The proposed solar panels will be located 140” feet away from the water’s edge, therefore
no riparian vegetation will be removed to facilitate the proposed construction activities.
The request is consistent with criterion 902.06(F) of the YCZO.

7: (G)  That significant natural and scenic areas, viewpoinis and vistas shall be preserved.

Criterion (G) is not applicable for this parcel because the area has not been designated as a
significant natural area or scenic resource, therefore there are no designated viewpoints or
vistas that will be threatened by the applicant’s proposed developments.

8. (H)  That areas of ecological, scientific, historical or archeological significance shall
be protected, preserved, restored or enhanced to the maximum extent possible.

Criterion (H) is not applicable for this parcel because the area has not been designated as a
significant ecological, scientific, historical or archeological site.

EF-80 zone. The subject lot is bordered to the east by the Willamette River but remains
outside of the 100-year floodplain of the River due to the high escarpments located along
the western property line. The subject parcel has historically been used agriculturally, as

#
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part of a larger hazelnut orchard, however it was partitioned from the parent parcel to the
north in order to fulfill the residential use granted in the Measure 49 Final Order.

4. Surrounding Land Use and Zoning: The surrounding parcels are all located in the
Exclusive Farm use zone, the EF-80 zone. There are a number of farm activities evident
in the surrounding area, including grass seed and hay production (predominantly to the
west, southwest, and northwest), nut tree orchards (predominantly to the east and
northeast), and nursery stock further to the northwest. There are also several small lots in
the surrounding area—ranging in size from 0.7 to 3-acres in size—with single-family
dwellings that are predominantly dedicated to residential uses. Several of these lots are
located to the south of the subject parcel and one of these lots was created through a
previous Measure 49 approval, identified as Tax Lot 6304-00306. Passive forest uses are
also relatively common in the surrounding area, predominantly along the Willamette
River and the land east of the river which is located in Marion County.

Y Water: The applicant has indicated that water is provided by an on-site well.

6. Sewage Disposal: A septic system will need to be permitted by the Sanitarian.

7 Fire Protection: Dayton Rural Fire Department.

8. Previous Actions: The subject parcel was involved in a land partition in 1972, Docket P-

196-72. In 2007, Marvel Pendergraft filed a Measure 37 application, Docket M-37-175-
06. The claim to Yamhill County was approved as detailed in Board Order 07-749. A
Measure 49 claim was processed and approved through State Election Claim No.
E131580. The Final Order and Home Site Authorization from State Election Number
E131580 (Final Order) states in part,

“Based on the analysis set forth above, this claim is approved, and the claimant qualifies
for three home site approvals. As explained in section Il above, after taking into
account the number of existing lots, parcels or dwellings, the claimant is authorized for
two additional lots or parcels and two additional dwellings on the property on which the
claimant is eligible for Measure 49 relief...”

In 2020, the Applicant received approval for a land partition for creation of a single (1)
parcel measuring approximately 1.12-acres through Docket P-07-20, which reduced the
number of lots or parcels that can be created to a single (1) additional parcel. The second
lot that could be established through the Measure 49 Final Order is the subject lot, which
was created via an approved partition in early 2024, Docket P-03-23.

9. Overlay Districts: The entirety of the subject parcel is located within the Willamette
River Greenway. The lot is not located within the 100-year floodplain overlay district of
the Willamette River, pursuant to FIRM panels 41071C0635D and 41071C0630D. The
property is not located within an area identified as sensitive wildlife habitat, nor is the
property is not within an airport overlay district.

ﬁ
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10. Explanation of the request: The Applicant is requesting a Willamette River Greenway
permit for the construction of a new dwelling. A dwelling is permitted on this lot through
Measure 49 Final Order E131580. The Applicant’s site plan indicates that there will be
no development activities occurring within the identified boundaries of a 100-year
floodplain so no floodplain development permit is required.

B. Greenway Provisions and Analysis
1. The request is for the construction of a new dwelling within the Willamette River
Greenway.

Section 902.05 of the Yamhill County Zoning Ordinance (Y CZO) requires approval for all
development in the Willamette River Greenway (WRG). Section 902.06 states that
Greenway development shall be subject to the following considerations and criteria:

(4)  That the proposal conforms with the use provisions and standards and limitations
of the underlying zoning district.

Regarding criterion (A) above, the subject property is located within the EF-80 zone, the
Exclusive Farm Use District. The Applicant is requesting approval to build a new single-
family dwelling which will be located in the Willamette River Greenway overlay district.
The construction of a singlé-family dwelling on this lot is permitted through Measure 49
Final Order E131580. The site plan indicates that the location of the home will comply
with the underlying setback requirements for the Exclusive Farm use zone as provided in
subsection 402.09(C) of the YCZO. The request complies with criterion 902.06(A) of the
YCZO.

) (B)  That the proposal is consistent with the purpose of the WRG Overlay District as
provided in Subsection 902.01.

The purpose of the WRG Overlay is to ensure the natural, scenic, and recreational qualities
of lands along the Willamette River are protected and responsibly managed, in accordance
with the appropriate local, state, and federal provisions. The Applicant will be building a
new dwelling so there will be minimal disturbance to the lot so any single land clearing
activity that encompasses % acre or more will be subject to additional erosion control
permitting requirements and standards through the County Planning and Development
Department. Construction activities will include the installation of a septic system to serve
the dwelling, grading of land for construction of the home, and development of a driveway
to provide ingress/egress for residents. The dwelling is located approximately 100-feet
from the Willamette River’s banks so the Applicant’s building activities will not disturb
the riparian vegetation located along the subject lot’s eastern property line. A condition of
approval will prohibit removal of vegetation in the riparian area and maintain at least a
100-foot setback from the ordinary high-water mark. With conditions, the request will
comply with criterion 902.06(B) of the YCZO.

3: (C)  That the natural vegetative fringe along the river shall be maintained in order to

assure scenic quality, protection of wildlife, protection from erosion and screening
of uses from the river.

Regarding criterion (C), the site plan submitted with the application indicates that the all
construction activities will be located approximately 100-feet from the lot’s eastern
property line, along the bank of the Willamette River, and a similar distance from the
vegetative fringe along the Willamette River. A single new dwelling and attached garage
is proposed for construction under this Willamette River Greenway permit. The proposed
development of the homesite will require additional ancillary development to occur on the
subject lot in the form of an approved and permitted septic system that will be inspected
by the County Sanitarian, the development of a driveway to serve the residents of the home,
and the construction of a well and well-house. These limited construction activities will
occur in the central area of the property, which has been used for hazelnut farming. The
development of the homesite will require at least the partial removal of the onsite orchard.
A comparison of the site plan and aerial imagery of the property indicates that there will
be no disturbance to the riparian vegetation or loss of wildlife habitat. A condition of
approval will prohibit removal of vegetation in the riparian area and maintain at least a
100-foot setback from the ordinary high-water mark. With conditions, the request satisfies
criterion 902.06(C) of the YCZO.

4. (D)  That the quality of the air, water and land resources in and adjacent to the WRG
Overlay District shall be preserved with any development, change of use, or
intensification of use, within the WRG Overlay District.

Regarding criterion (D), the Applicant’s proposed developments will not have a significant
negative impact to air quality, water, or land resources. Construction activities onsite will
include the development of a driveway to serve the home, the installation of a septic
system, and the construction of the home itself. These construction activities will occur
over the relatively short-duration needed for construction, and any impacts to soil and air
quality will be comparable to the seasonal farming activities that have occurred on the
subject tract over the years. The residential development of the lot will necessitate the
removal of at least a portion of the hazelnut orchard but will not lead to a loss of land
resources. There is no reasonable indication that the development of a home on this cleared
area of the property will negatively impact the air, water, and/or land resources in or
adjacent to the Willamette River Greenway (WRG) Overlay District. The proposed
construction of a single-family dwelling does not constitute an intensification of the use of
the property, but rather a shift in the use from predominantly agricultural to predominantly
residential. Staff finds that the residential use of the parcel does not represent an
intensification of the use of the property when measured against the farm use and activities
that have occurred on the property for as long as the hazelnut orchard has been on the
property. Conditions of approval will be placed on the approval of the Willamette River
Greenway permit that protects the existing riparian vegetation and requires an erosion
control permit from the Planning Department for any ground-clearing activities that disturb
Yi-acre or more of land. With conditions, the request is consistent with criterion 902.06(D)
of the YCZO.

#
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S (E)  That lands exhibiting Class I-IV soils for agricultural production shall be
preserved and maintained for farm use.

Regarding criterion (E), soil on the parcel is exclusively composed of Woodburn Silt Loam
(WuB), a Class II, high-value (prime) farmland soil type. The Applicant is proposing the
construction of a single-family dwelling in the central area of the subject lot. The single-
family dwelling is permitted through a Measure 49 Final Order. Construction activities on
the subject lot will include the development of a driveway, grading and construction of the
home, and the installation of a septic system that will be inspected and approved by the
County Sanitarian. Staff finds that the development of a single-family dwelling will not
lead to the irreversible loss of productive farmland, and, therefore finds that the request is
consistent with criterion 902.06(E) of the YCZO.

6. (F)  That significant fish and wildlife habitats shall be protected.

Concemning criterion (F), the Willamette River is significant fish habitat. Protection of
riparian vegetation is one of the primary means of protecting the habitat. Comprehensive
Plan policy II.C.1.j. contains requirements for protection of riparian areas, as follows:

It is the policy of Yamhill County to protect riparian vegetation from damage that
may result from land use applications for development that is otherwise permitted
outright or conditionally under county zoning regulations. To achieve this goal,
Yamhill County will review land use applications for development in riparian areas
in an effort to mitigate or prevent damage to riparian vegetation that might result
from the development. For purposes of this policy, "riparian areas" refers to areas
within 100 feet measured horizontally from the ordinary high water line of streams
identified as "Fish Habitat" in the comprehensive plan inventory (Natural Resource
Conservation Plan, Yamhill County, Oregon, May 1979 - USDA - Soil
Conservation Services), that are not regulated under the Forest Practices Act. In
order to comply with this policy, a condition of approval will require that the
dwelling be located at least 100" from the high water line, and that all existing
vegetation within this area be retained

The proposed development will meet all YCZO codes, standards, and zoning regulations.
The single-family home will be located approximately 100-feet from the riverbank which
itself is an escarpment that lies approximately 80-feet above the normal high-water mark
of the Willamette River. The subject lot has historically been farmed as a hazelnut orchard
so the area that will be developed is relatively clear of native vegetation, but much of the
hazelnut orchard on the lot will need to be removed in order to facilitate the residential
development proposed by the Applicant. There will be no riparian vegetation removed to
facilitate the proposed construction activities. With conditions, the request is consistent
with criterion 902.06(F) of the YCZO.

7. (G)  That significant natural and scenic areas, viewpoints and vistas shall be preserved.

Criterion (G) is not applicable for this parcel because the area has not been designated as a

ﬁ
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significant natural area or scenic resource, therefore there are no designated viewpoints or
vistas that will be threatened by the Applicant’s proposed developments.

8. (H)  That areas of ecological, scientific, historical or archeological significance shall
be protected, preserved, restored or enhanced to the maximum extent possible.

Criterion (H) is not applicable for this parcel because the area has not been designated as a
significant ecological, scientific, historical or archeological site.

9. (D) That areas of annual flooding, floodplain and wetlands shall be preserved in their

natural state to the maximum possible extent to protect water retention, overflow
and other natural functions.

Regarding criterion (I), the Applicant’s site plan shows that the building area is located
approximately 80’ above the river and approximately 100-feet west of the vegetative fringe
along the elevated escarpment that riverbank. The construction activities for this project
include the development of a driveway to serve the home, grading and construction
activities at the build site, and the installation of a septic system to serve the home. There
is no area of the property located within the 100-year floodplain of the Willamette River
due to the high escarpment that acts as the riverbank on this lot. Any activities that disturb
14 of an acre or more will require an erosion control permit from the Planning Department
prior to the commencement of construction activities. There are no mapped or identifiable
wetlands on the property.

10. (J) That any harvesting of timber shall be done in a manner which will ensure that
wildlife habitat and the natural scenic qualities found in the WRG Overlay
District will be maintained and will be restored.

Regarding (J), no harvesting of timber in conjunction with the proposed construction of the
home.

11.  (K)  That the proposed development, change of use or intensification of use is
compatible with the site, the surrounding area and the environment.

The Applicant’s proposed development, with conditions, is compatible with the character
of the site, the surrounding area, and the environment of the Willamette River Greenway,
thereby satisfying criterion (K). Staff sent a referral to the Oregon Department of Fish and
wildlife (ODFW), and ODFW expressed no concerns regarding the development of a
replacement dwelling on the property. The residential use of the property that will be new
for this lot does not constitute an intensification of the use of the property, which has
historically been agricultural use and most recently the planting and management of the
onsite hazelnut orchard. Staff finds that the farming activities (spraying of herbicides,
pesticides, fertilizer, operation of heavy farm machinery, etc.) commonly conducted in
conjunction with the existing hazelnut orchard represents a use that has a comparable
intensity to the construction of a dwelling and the residential use of the property. With
conditions, the Applicant’s request is compatible with the local environment, the

Applicant’s property, and the surrounding area and complies with this criterion.

12. (L) That areas considered for development, change of use or intensification of use,
which have erosion potential, shall be protected from loss by appropriate means
which are compatible with the character of the Willamette River Boundary.

Regarding (L), the Applicant has stated that the existing riparian vegetation will not be
altered or removed during the construction of the dwelling but will be maintained to protect
wildlife habitat and to protect the bank from erosion. Planting new vegetation and the
maintenance of existing vegetation along the riparian area, compatible with the character
of the Willamette River Boundary, is strongly encouraged. With conditions, the request is
consistent with criterion (L).

13. (M)  That any extraction of aggregate deposits and reclamation shall be conducted in a
manner designed to minimize adverse effects on water quality, fish and wildlife,
vegetation, bank stabilization, stream flow and visual quality, noise and safety.

No aggregate extraction is proposed, so criterion (M) is not applicable.

14. (N)  That recreational needs shall be satisfied by public and private means in a manner
consistent with the carrying capacity of the land and with minimum conflict with
farm use.

Farm uses on the subject lot and the surrounding area include hazelnut orchards, grass seed
and hay production (predominantly to the west, southwest, and northwest), and nursery
stock further to the northwest of the subject lot. The construction activities associated with
the Applicant’s proposed construction of a dwelling will not have a negative impact on the
existing farm uses occurring on surrounding parcels. The Applicant’s request will not
impact the carrying capacity of the land. The request complies with criterion (N).

15. (O)  That maintenance of public safety and protection of public and private property,
especially from vandalism and trespass, shall be provided to the maximum extent
practicable.

Regarding criterion (O), there is no documented history of trespass or vandalism on the
property and the Applicant’s proposal is unlikely to increase the risk of trespass or
vandalism in the area. There have been no public safety issues identified with the proposed
use. Staff finds that the request complies with criterion (O).

16. (P)  That any development shall be located away from the river to the greatest possible
degree. A minimum building setback line of fifty (50) feet from the ordinary high
water line of Willamette River shall be maintained, except for buildings and
structures in conjunction with a water-dependent use.

Concerning criterion (P), the building area for the proposed single-family dwelling is
located approximately 100-feet west of the ordinary high water line, exceeding the 50- foot

E
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setback standard from the ordinary high water line of the Willamette River. Staff finds that

the Applicant’s request complies with criterion (P).

17.  (0)  That public access where necessary and appropriate, shall be provided to and
along the river by appropriate legal means for any public use or development.

Criterion (Q) is not applicable since this is a private development on private property.

18. (R) That the development, change or intensification of use shall provide the maximum
possible landscaped area, open space or vegetation between the activity and the
river.

Criterion (R), the Applicant states that no riparian or other screening vegetation will be
removed during the construction activities associated with the new single-family dwelling.
The building activities will occur in an area that is being farmed. The site plan indicates
that there will be no disturbance to the existing riparian vegetation. Staff finds that the
request complies with criterion (R).

CONCLUSIONS FOR APPROVAL:

1.  Therequest is for approval of a Willamette River Greenway permit to build a single-family
dwelling. The single-family dwelling is permitted through Measure 49 Final Order
E131580.

2. With conditions, the overall impact on the scenic quality of the Willamette River Greenway
by the proposed addition to the dwelling will be minimal, and in keeping with the character
of the surrounding properties.

3.  With conditions, the development will comply with the purpose of the Willamette River
Greenway overlay.

4.  With conditions, the proposed development complies with the approval criteria and
standards in Sections 402 and 902 of the Yamhill County Zoning Ordinance.

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DECISION:

Based upon the above findings, analysis, and conclusions, the request by Richard A. Moore for
the construction of a single-family dwelling within the Willamette River Greenway on a parcel
identified as Tax Lot 6304-00308, is approved with the following conditions:

1. All trees and vegetation shall be retained within the vegetative fringe of the river and all
land lying north of the river for a distance of 100-feet.

2 The location and extent of the replacement home shall substantially conform to the site
plan submitted with the application, see enclosed map.

3. All necessary permits for construction shall be obtained from the Yamhill County Building
and Sanitation Departments.

4. The Willamette River Greenway approval is granted for one (1) year from the final decision
date and will expire unless substantial construction has taken place before that date. The
approval may be extended if a request for extension and appropriate fee is received prior
to the expiration date.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN THE
YAMHILL COUNTY PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT
AND THE
GREATER YAMHILL WATERSHED COUNCIL

This Memorandum of Agreement is made and entered into by and between the Yamhill County Public Works
Department, hereinafter referred to as the County, and the Greater Yamhill Watershed Council, hereinafter
referred to as Council.

Purpose
The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is to define a cooperative effort between the County

and Council to seek funding and implement projects related to fish passage, water quality, floodplain function,
public safety, and other physical and/or natural infrastructure goals in collaboration with other partners.

Description of Collaboration Effort

The County and Council each have identified strategic goals that are of mutual interest and benefit to the County
and watershed. This collaboration will seek to formalize and prioritize those mutual goals and develop an
achievable action plan for implementation, including identification of funding sources and potential partners.

This MOU describes the work to be done by the Council to support solidifying this partnership, and seeking
funding opportunities that lead to implementation of mutually identified projects.

A summary of the work tasks to be performed by the Council include:

Evaluation of opportunities for collaboration within planning documents of both organizations.
Recruitment of additional partners that may have interest in identified goals.

Evaluation of funding opportunities for implementation of mutually beneficial projects.
Tracking of upcoming and ongoing funding opportunities.

Grant preparation, including development of materials necessary to support each request.
Documentation of each funding request and progress towards mutual goals.

The County will provide technical support and expertise in development of funding requests as needed.

Payment and Reimbursement

The County will reimburse the Council for work completed under this MOU at an hourly rate of $60.00. The
Council will obtain authorization from the County for each effort requiring funding prior to proceeding with
work, including a not-to-exceed budget.

Documentation Requirements

The Council will provide an invoice to the County with details of hours worked and a short description of efforts
completed. The County and Council will keep a summary of other work or contributions to be used as
documentation of match (if needed) for potential project funding sources.

Insurance
The Council and County shall maintain appropriate liability insurance for their respective roles.

Indemnity
The Council shall defend, save, hold harmless, and indemnify the County and their officers, employees and

agents and their officers and members from and against all claims, suits, actions, losses, damages, liabilities,
costs, and expenses of any nature whatsoever resulting from, arising out of, or relating to the activities of the
Council or its officers, employees, subcontractors, or agents under this contract.
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The County shall defend, save, hold harmless, and indemnify the Council and their officers, employees and

agents and their officers and members from and against all claims, suits, actions, losses, damages, liabilities,
costs and expenses of any nature whatsoever resulting from, arising out of, or relating to the activities of the
County or its officers, employees, subcontractors, or agents under this contract.

Effective Date, Modification and Termination

This Memorandum of Understanding shall become effective upon signature of all parties and remain in effect
until terminated by either party or funding becomes unavailable. Upon mutual agreement, the Council and
County may modify this MOU. Either party may terminate the MOU effective upon delivery of written notice
to the other or at such other date as may be established by the other party. In the event of termination, the
County will compensate the Council for work completed, and for expenses incurred as identified in this MOU,
up to the date of termination. No payment will be made for work or expenses incurred after the date of
termination.

a. Discussion summary

Previous data collection efforts by DEQ and GYWC are limited to pre-2007 within these
subbasins. Yamhill SWCD has been collecting data throughout 2023 with plans to continue
through at least 2024 including TSS, pH, Conductivity, TDS, and at some sites Flow, Stage, and
Temperature. This data has helped establish baseline conditions within these sub-watersheds.
The analysis of TSS-THg relationships included in the Willamette Mercury TMDL was comprised
on 63 samples collected across 17 sampling sites, none of which were within the Yamhill
Subbasin. Further proposed monitoring including THg can be targeted based on initial
observations from Yamhill SWCD and the local monitoring team. Additional existing data can be
used to augment analysis of newly collected TSS-THg measurements including daily
precipitation data from the Amity 3.2 ENE, OR US US10RYMOO032 station, and remotely sensed
land use data.

4. Project Overview

a. Statement of need and problem
The Deer Creek and South Yamhill River watersheds contain multiple water
quality impairments and limited recent monitoring data. The Oregon
Department of Agriculture (ODA) and Yamhill Soil and Water Conservation
District (SWCD) have recently invested resources to augment monitoring of



temperature, pH, and TSS across the watershed through the ODA SIA process.
The Willamette Mercury TMDL is the only TMDL with active load allocations
applied to this basin. DMAs (including ODA) are new to implementation of
TMDLs and will benefit from augmented information on the TSS-THg relationship
in this watershed which can help inform and target implementation efforts to
improve the effectiveness of NPS mercury and sediment reductions.

Study area

The SIA encompasses four distinct Hydrologic Unit Code (HUC) watersheds (see Figure
1), “Upper Deer Creek” HUC-12 (170900080403), “Lower Deer Creek” HUC-12
(170900080405), “Muddy Creek” HUC-12 (170900080404), and “Blue Heron Reservoir-
South Yamhill River” HUC-12 (170900080406). Monitoring data will be collected in all
four watersheds, with a focus on Deer Creek and Muddy Creek. Most of this area is
dominated by agricultural lands, while the headwaters of Deer and Muddy Creek are
primarily forested timberlands.

Timeframe/study period

This project will implement collection of TSS and THg data over two years (2025-2026)
within the Deer Creek and South Yamhill SIA to augment TSS data collected by Yamhill
SWCD. The data will be used to assess baseline conditions and establish a relationship
between TSS and THg for these subbasins. Summer sampling is conducted once a month
(May to August) and winter sampling twice a month (September to April). THg sampling
would occur during a subset of these visits. An option could be to collect one(?) round of
THg samples at higher flow sites in summer of 2025 to see if anything is above the
detection limit. Generally, THg samples should be collected in September, December, and
February when TSS is higher.

® Analyze the data to understand seasonal and interannual variation in TSS and THg and
assess ties to climate and land use.

6. Technical Approach

This section describes the data analysis method or modeling framework and associated
procedures.

We plan to use the methods described in Appendix G of the Willamette Mercury TMDL
to assess the relationship between TSS and THg. This approach will include initial
exploratory data analysis followed by removal of non-detects for THg and
transformation of the data to approximate a normal distribution if necessary.
Exploratory data analysis may include comparison of measurements of TSS collected
over the previous years by Yamhill SWCD to see if a trend can be established. The
previous analysis utilizing measurements collected throughout the Willamette Basin
showed that linear mixed-effects (LME) models with and without the fixed effect of
dry/wet seasons outperformed the ordinary least squares regression. During this
analysis we will consider utilizing LME models with and without the addition of dry/wet
seasons as a fixed effect and with the addition of sampling sites as a random effect. We
will compare the resulting model equations to those generated using data from across
the basin.

We could augment the analysis of identified spatial variability in the TSS-THg
relationship by including an analysis of the distribution of geologic and land-use
variables within an x-foot,mile? radius and across the contributing area for each
sampling point. Seasonal and interannual variability in TSS, THg, and TSS/THg will be
compared to flow and precipitation measurements, where available.
