Each jurisdiction 
submitting a measure prepares its own Ballot Title and Explanatory Statement.  

 Candidate statements and measure arguments are included in this pamphlet after 
paying a fee.  If a candidate does not appear in the pamphlet, it is because he or she 
chose not to be included.

 We print the text of each statement or argument exactly as submitted by the author 
(or cut off after exceeding the maximum number of words allowed).  The law forbids 
us from making corrections for punctuation, grammar, syntax errors or inaccurate 
information.  Those submitting statements and arguments for the voters’ pamphlet are 
solely responsible for the content.  We cannot create content for those that do not submit 
statements.

 The Secretary of State draws a random alphabet sortation unique to each 
election. Candidates appear in that order both in this pamphlet and on the ballot.  

 This pamphlet includes all measures and races in the county for this election - your 
ballot will include only those relevant to you.

 Please note that the offi ce of Yamhill County Sheriff is a constitutional offi ce that 
must be elected in the General Election.  Since only one candidate fi led for that offi ce, 
the race moves directly to the November 6, 2018, General Election. 

 There is at least one “Offi cial Ballot Drop Site” located in each city in the county.  
Look for the list of Offi cial Drop Sites in this pamphlet or on our website.  You may 
deposit your ballot in any drop site listed, 24 hours per day.  

Ballots deposited in an Offi cial Ballot Drop Site get to us postage-free.  
If you mail your ballot, you must apply proper postage.  

 Remember, postmarks do not count.  Your ballot must be in an Offi cial Ballot Drop 
Site or at the Yamhill County Clerk’s Offi ce by 8:00 p.m. Election Day, May 15, 2018.

least 3 votes from members of their party
• We encourage writing in only names of people you 

know want to serve, and who live in your precinct

2018.

• You are a citizen of the United States
• You are at least 16 years of age (you may vote if you 

will be 18 years of age or older on election day)
• You are a resident of Oregon

YOU MUST RE-REGISTER TO VOTE IF:
• Your residence or mailing address changes
• Your name changes
• You wish to change party affi liation

VOTING INSTRUCTIONS
When you receive your ballot packet in the mail, immediately 
examine it to make certain it is complete. It should contain 
the following items:

• A printed ballot on which you may vote your choice
• A secrecy sleeve with voting instructions printed on it
• A pre-addressed blue-trimmed return envelope in which 

to return your ballot

and a replacement ballot packet will be sent to you.

VOTING & CORRECTING YOUR BALLOT

Measure Proposing Sale of Bonds for Public Safety Facility 
Construction

Question: Shall the City of Carlton issue general obligation bonds 
not exceeding $2,300,000.00 for construction of a Public Safety 
Facility?  If the bonds are approved, they will be payable from taxes 
on property or property ownership that are not subject to the limits 
of sections 11 and 11b, Article XI of the Oregon Constitution.

Summary: If approved, this measure will fund the construction of a 
Public Safety Building. The bonds will pay for:

• Demolition of the existing commercial building located on the site;
• Construction of a new public safety structure for the police 
department;
• Installation of mechanical, plumbing, and electrical improvements; 
• Construction of secure prisoner processing and interview 
facilities; and,
• Design and engineering costs and bond issuance costs.

The bonds would mature in 26 years or less from date of issuance 
and may be issued in one or more series. The overall tax rate for 
these bonds is estimated to be approximately $0.96 per $1,000.00 
of assessed property value the fi rst year and average $0.69 per 
$1,000.00 of assessed property value over the life of the bond, 
or $144.00 per $150,000.00 of assessed valuation the fi rst year 
and $103.50 per $150,000.00 of assessed valuation on average 
over the life of the bond. Actual rates may differ and depend upon 
interest rates incurred and growth in assessed valuation.

City of Carlton

Referred by the City of Carlton
Measure 36-192

The Carlton Police Department currently occupies the west two 
rooms of the Carlton City Hall built in 1974. The building has limited 
space to house the police department and does not comply with 
existing building code standards. The building does not have an 
area for secure prisoner processing or interviewing, a private victim 
interview room, or offi cer restroom and shower facilities. There 
is no biohazard decontamination area. The existing offi cer locker 
room is located in an outbuilding with a roof that leaks, has no 
temperature control, and limited storage. The current building has 
limited offi ce space for staff. The current building does not meet 
current building codes in regard to withstanding a natural disaster 
or earthquake. 

The Carlton City Council established a citizen advisory committee 
to consider options and make recommendations about the 
project and funding options.  The citizen advisory committee 
recommended referring a General Obligation Bond to the ballot 
for consideration by the voters. The City Council approved a 
resolution to place a measure on the May 15, 2018, ballot seeking 
authorization to issue general obligation bonds up to $2,300,000.00 
to construct a new public safety building to replace the existing 
one at the current site including secure detainee processing areas; 
a secure interview room;  secure armory and evidence storage; 
a meeting room; offi ce space; storage; a secure vehicle bay for 
one police vehicle; a locker room; and all necessary mechanical, 
plumbing, and electrical improvements.

If approved, this measure will provide up to $2,300,000 to fund the 
construction of a Public Safety Building. The bonds will pay for:

• Demolition of the existing commercial building located on the 
site;

• Construction of a new public safety structure for the police 
department;

• Installation of mechanical, plumbing, and electrical 
improvements; 

• Construction of secure prisoner processing and interview 
facilities; and,

Carlton’s City Hall was built out of cinderblocks in 1974 and is not 
ADA compliant, nor does it meet current building codes for seismic 
compliance (earthquakes).  Carlton’s Police Department occupies two 
small rooms in City Hall and uses several old outbuildings nearby.  
The Police Department’s work areas are not secure and are defi cient 
in many respects.  The current environment does not support the 
requirements of a modern law enforcement operation.

In late 2016, the City Hall/Public Safety Citizens Advisory Committee 
was appointed to work with City Staff on facility options for the Police 
Department and General Government operations.  The Committee 
considered multiple new construction and remodel alternatives, and 
costs were higher than anticipated.  The Police Department was 
determined to be the highest priority need, based on its signifi cant 
security issues, limited space, workplace defi ciencies and the 
overall importance placed on Carlton’s public safety.

The Police Department is funded by the City’s General Fund, and all 
police expenses must be paid for exclusively by the General Fund.  
The fi nancial analysis demonstrated that the General Fund could not 
cover this capital project, even if all other General Fund projects were 
eliminated.  The Committee recommended that a General Obligation 
Bond Measure, to construct a Public Safety Facility, be referred to 
Carlton’s voters for consideration.

On November 7, 2017, City Council passed Resolution 2017-252, 
proposing the sale of General Obligation Bonds to construct a Public 
Safety Facility, and referring Bond Measure #36-192 to Carlton voters 
for the May 15, 2018 election.

Carlton City Council believes that a safe, secure and effi cient 
Police Department Facility is of critical importance to Carlton’s 
citizens.  We urge all registered voters to participate in this 
election, and we encourage a “YES” vote to improve our public 
safety capabilities.

Construction of intertie to expand water supply to the City

Question: Should Lafayette construct an intertie with McMinnville 
Water & Light to increase the available water supply to the City?

Summary: The purpose of this intertie project is to provide 
Lafayette an additional water supply to meet current and future 
growth demands.  Approval of this ballot measure will allow the 
City to use existing revenue projections and possible state support 
to construct an estimated 8,800 feet of 12” waterline and pump 
station from Lafayette to McMinnville.  The proposed intertie will 
provide adequate water supply during high summer demand 
periods and will eliminate water supply shortages that have 
occurred in the past.  In addition, this intertie will provide the water 
resources to allow future development in the City’s urban growth 
boundary.  Construction of this estimated $2.5 million intertie 
project is included in the Water System Capital Improvement Plan.

 This measure would approve the construction of an estimated 
8,800 feet of 12” waterline from the terminus of the McMinnville 
water main on Loop Road to connect to the City of Lafayette water 
system.  Included in the project will be the construction of a master 
water meter, pump station, backfl ow preventer, and if needed a 
booster system for PH and chlorine adjustment.

 This intertie will allow the City to access to up to 500 gallons 
of water per minute to add to the capacity of the existing City 
water system to meet current and future growth demands.  The 
proposed intertie will provide additional water supply during high 
summer demand periods and will eliminate water supply shortages 
that have occurred in the past.  This intertie will provide suffi cient 
water resources to allow future development within the City’s urban 
growth boundary.  Construction of this intertie facility is called for 
in the Lafayette Water Master Plan, and is included in the City’s 
Capital Improvement program.

 This measure is not requesting any funding from citizens or 
any property tax increase to pay for this project.  The Lafayette 
City Charter requires voter approval on any capital project above 
$1 million, regardless of the funding source, which is why voter 
approval of this construction project is necessary even though 
there is no request for an increase in taxes or fees associated with 
this measure.

 The water received from McMinnville Water & Light through 
the intertie will be purchased pursuant to a Water Supply 
Agreement.  It is estimated that the initial cost for water purchased 
through the intertie will be $2.50 per 100 cubic feet.  The City has 
a 15-year projection for water utility and other funding streams 
to fund capital improvements, and the plan anticipates timely 
construction of the proposed intertie.  The plan provides for 
incremental water rate increases over 15 years, not to exceed 
4% annually.  This funding plan will provide funding for necessary 
capital improvements and offset the cost of purchasing water 
provided from the intertie.  The annual water rate adjustments are 
programmed to occur to fund capital investments regardless of the 
outcome of the vote on this measure.

West Valley Fire District

West Valley Fire District provides fi refi ghting, emergency medical 
services, fi re prevention, emergency planning and management to all 
the residents of our 90 square mile response area. With funding from 
your tax dollars, ambulance billing, grants, and contracts, we have 
worked to provide professional, reliable and sustainable services. As 
our community has grown and the types of services have changed 
over the years, the District has worked to add personnel, equipment 
and training in order to be prepared. The fi re district has been a good 
steward of the tax dollars entrusted to us; the last time we asked 
for additional funding was for a bond to build a new fi re station in 
Willamina 19 years ago.

The West Valley Fire District has been able to keep up with most of the 
rising costs of operations until now. Ambulance reimbursement rates 
have been cut by the federal government each year for the last several 
years, even as the real costs of providing those services have gone up. 
Since the changes in health care regulations in 2013, we have seen 
the ambulance billing reimbursement rate decline from 53% to 37%. 
Additionally, in 1996, Oregon voters approved Ballot Measures 47 and 
50. The ballot measures rolled back the valuation of local properties to 
90% of the 1995-96 value, and then capped any budget increases at 
3% annually. These two cuts are beyond our control but drain needed 
funds from our operations.

Funds provided by this 5 year levy will help sustain support for 
personnel, support community outreach, as well as purchase or update 
essential facilities and equipment. This will include replacement of 
our Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA).  Within the next 
two years, 80% of our SCBAs will be out of their service life and, with 
replacement parts no longer being made they will no longer comply 
with current safety standards and will be unusable for fi refi ghters at 
structure fi res.  Updating is also needed for the interior/exterior of the 
fi re station and the parking lot. One ambulance needs to be replaced 
due to age and mileage. And, fi nally, the levy will provide gap funding 
while service contracts are being developed to sustain our award 
winning Community Paramedic Program that has helped improve 
health and wellness, reduce re-hospitalizations and connect people to 
needed resources in our community.

If I choose not to vote for a candidate, contest or 
measure, will the rest of my ballot count?

Yes.

Is it too late to update my voter registration?
No, you actually have up until Election Day, May 15th to update 
your voter registration and receive a ballot if you are currently 
registered in Oregon.  But, the last date to change your party is 
April 24th.

When is the last day to mail my ballot and have it 
received by the Yamhill County Clerk’s Offi ce?

The United States Postal Service recommends mailing 1 week 
before the Election (May 8th, 2018) for your ballot to reach us on 
time.  Postmarks do not count!

When will results be available?
The fi rst results should be available just after 8:00 p.m. Election 
Day, May 15th.  For election results you may visit our website at:

(be sure to “refresh” your browser each time you look for new results)

What if a candidate is shown on the ballot but I do 
not fi nd information for that candidate in this Voters’ 
Pamphlet?

That candidate chose not to pay the fee to be included in this 
Voters’ Pamphlet.

Precinct Committeepersons do not fi le Voters’ Pamphlet 
statements.  They are political party offi ces and not public 
elected offi cials.
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How to cast your vote...

 Complete your ballot
To vote, completely fi ll in the bubble next to your choice.

To vote for a person not on the ballot, fi ll in the bubble 
next to the “write-in” line, then neatly write the name of 
the person on the line provided.

 Check for errors
• You do not have to vote on all contests.  Those you do vote on will still count.

• If you vote for more options than are allowed, your vote will not count for that contest.

• If you think you made a mistake, call the Yamhill County Elections Offi ce.

 Using the optional “Secrecy” sleeve

If you use the optional “secrecy” sleeve, put only your voted ballot (not another person’s 
ballot) inside.  Then, put only your secrecy sleeve inside your return envelope.

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Precinct Commi  ee People
What is a Precinct Commi  eeperson? 

If you are a member of the DemocraƟ c or Republican party, you will receive a ballot 
with “Precinct CommiƩ eepersons” on it.  

• These are men and women who represent their poliƟ cal party in each precinct on a 
countywide “Central CommiƩ ee” (an equal number of both per precinct).

• Precinct CommiƩ ee People help set the party agenda and party plaƞ orm.
• They act as directors of the local party Central CommiƩ ee, aƩ end meeƟ ngs of the 

commiƩ ee, help candidates run for offi  ce, and conduct the business of the party.  
• Central CommiƩ ees elect people to represent the county at the state level, and 

those members select the representaƟ ves to the naƟ onal commiƩ ees.
• They also help select replacements for vacated state offi  ces (Oregon House or 

Senate offi  ces).

Vo  ng for Precinct Commi  eepersons (PCPs):

To qualify as a Precinct CommiƩ eeperson (PCP), one must have lived in the county and 
have been registered in their poliƟ cal party for at least 180 days prior to the Primary 
ElecƟ on.  A person can represent the precinct in which they live or an adjacent precinct 
(within the same county).  They serve a two-year term.

A CommiƩ eeperson of each sex is elected in each precinct for every 500 voters (or 
major part thereof) that are registered in the precinct as of January 31st.  There is a list 
showing the posiƟ ons available as well as a list of current posiƟ on holders from both 
parƟ es on our website’s “Precincts & PCPs” page: 
hƩ p://www.co.yamhill.or.us/content/precincts-pcps

Your ballot will indicate how many offi  ces are available in your precinct.  For instance, 
it would say “Vote For Six” if there are six offi  ces available for your precinct (in this 
case there would be six female and six male posiƟ ons).  If you are not registered as a 
Democrat or Republican, Precinct CommiƩ eepersons will not appear on your ballot.

• You do not have to vote for any PCPs (yes, the rest of your votes will sƟ ll count).
• You do not have to complete each available posiƟ on if you do not want to.
• Where a candidate has fi led, mark your selecƟ on like any other race.
• If you want to write in a name that is not on the 

ballot, fi ll the box next to “Write-in”, then neatly 
write the person’s name of your choice on the 
line provided.

• A “write-in” candidate must receive at least 3 
(three) votes from members of their party from 
within that precinct to be elected.

• We encourage you to write-in only those names of people you know want to serve 
and who live in your precinct or an adjacent one.
